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Nishogakusha University’s “MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic
Research Foundation at Private Universities”: Plans for Fiscal 2017

In fiscal 2017, the third year of the research project “The
Formation of ‘Knowledge’ in Modern Japan through Kanbun
Studies,” a MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic
Research Foundation at Private Universities (SRF), we will

engage chiefly in the following activities.

Section research activities: Under the direction of each
section head, we will conduct research centred on study groups
such as the Mishima Chuasha, Yamada Hoékoku, Private
Schools of Chinese Learning, and Kanbun Textbooks Study
Groups.

Symposiums: Symposiums will be held jointly with
universities and related organizations in Japan and abroad,
and personal exchange between researchers will be fostered.
Currently it is planned to hold the following symposiums:
symposium to be cohosted by the SRF and the Japan
Association of Yijing Studies (June, Nishogakusha University);
symposium on “The Current State of Faculties of Literature,”
to be hosted by the SRF (July, Nishogakusha University);
“Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning,” to be cohosted by the SRF and Waseda University
(July, Nishogakusha University); symposium to be held under
the joint auspices of the SRF, Beijing International Studies
University, and Pusan National University (Nov., Beijing
International Studies University); symposium to be cohosted
by the SRF and Ludong University (Nov., Ludong University);
symposium to be cohosted with the Shibusawa Eiichi
Memorial Foundation (Jan., Kurashiki); and meeting to report

on investigations into Léon de Rosny (Feb., Lille University).

Advancement and development of kanbun instruction:
Following on from the kanbun seminar for Japanese teachers
at Chinese universities that was held in cooperation with
Professor Wang Baoping (program member) of Zhejiang

Gongshang University in the previous year, we will conduct
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another such seminar. We will also continue to hold open
lectures on Sinitic prose and poetry for high school teachers

and younger academics in Japan.

Investigations of materials: We will continue to investigate
and sort through materials such as those formerly belonging to
Yoshino Kinryé (donated), Kato Ten’en (deposited), and Kato
Fukusai (purchased). The results of these investigations will be
made public from time to time at exhibitions in Nishogakusha
University’s exhibition room. Also, following on from the
previous year, it is planned to send investigators to France
to carry out investigations of materials formerly belonging
to Léon de Rosny and now held by Lille City Library and to
compile a catalogue.

Databases: We will collect, sort, investigate, and digitize
Japanese kanbun materials, restore them when necessary, and
make preparations for constructing various databases and

making them publicly accessible.

Publications: Following on from the publication of Sawai
Joshird’s Keigakusha Hiraga Shinmin sensei in March, it is
planned to publish Kakimura Shigematsu’s Shonan zasso as
the second volume of Collected Materials on Modern Chinese
Learning. The proceedings of the symposium “Séseki in the
Kanbun Context,” held in March by the Modern Literature
Section, will also be published. Further, the results of
investigations of materials will be published from time to time
in the form of catalogues of exhibitions held in Nishogakusha

University’s exhibition room.

In addition, in preparation for an interim assessment, it is
planned to produce this year a report summarizing three years’
research results and to have an external assessment conducted

by external assessors.
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1. International symposiums and presentation of research

An important activity of the Scholarship Section is planning
international symposiums, participating in them, and
presenting papers. Currently the following symposiums have
been confirmed:

(1) Early November: An international conference on
“Confucianism and the Present Day” will be held at Ludong
University with the SRF acting as cohost. Makizumi, Eto,
Machi, and Shang will be sent to present papers.

(2) June 25: Lectures on the Yijing will be given by
Makizumi, Tanaka, and Machi at a convention of the Japan
Association of Yijing Studies.

(3) Early November: An international symposium will be
held in Beijing under the joint auspices of Beijing International
Studies University, Pusan National University (Korea), and
Nishogakusha University.

(4) Late February: A study meeting will be held in

Bordeaux, France.

2. Study meetings

Meetings of the Yamada Hokoku and Mishima Chasha
Study Groups will continue to be held this year. The Yamada
Hokoku Study Group will read the “Mashi Yoki-sho
wakumon zukai,” composed by Hokoku in his later years, and
research findings will be presented at meetings of the Mishima
Chasha Study Group. It is planned to publish these latter in
Mishima Chiishii Studies and other journals.

In addition, symposiums and study meetings for presenting
papers, both large and small, will be held as required in
response to requests from research institutes in Japan. There
have already been requests for academic exchange from
Sungkyunkwan University, Pusan National University, and
Gyeongsang National University in Korea and Zhengzhou
University and Zhoukou Normal University in China.

3. Collection of materials and investigations at relevant
institutions
Section members will undertake investigations, collect
materials, and present findings related to their respective
fields of research. It is planned to conduct investigations
of institutions and materials related to Chinese learning in

Fukuoka, Karatsu, Nagasaki, Beppu, Kurashiki, and Niigata.
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1. On-site investigations of private schools of Chinese
learning (including historical sites) and preparation of list
Following on from the preparation of a list of private schools
of Chinese learning and on-site investigations carried out in
fiscal 2015 and 2016, we will conduct further investigations of
schools not yet visited. In addition to these tasks, in fiscal 2017
we will endeavour to improve the list by limiting ourselves to a
certain region (e.g., Tokyo) and, for example, extracting well-
known graduates from among those who studied at the private
schools of Chinese learning (and also middle and high schools)
in that region. When doing so, the accuracy of the list will be
improved by also using materials such as “guides to Tokyo.”

2. Construction of a database for the study of the history of
modern schools and the history of education

We will continue with the construction of a research
database on the basis of the questionnaire survey of relevant
schools and educational institutions, the collection and sorting
of research materials, and on-site investigations that we have
been conducting since fiscal 2016. As well as planning to
concentrate in particular on on-site investigations, we will also
engage in activities such as participating in and presenting
papers at symposiums such as the Conference on Memorial
Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning, holding other

symposiums, and so on.

3. Collection and sorting of copies of a magazine for
examination candidates (Keisetsu Jidai) and the extraction
and digitization of articles related to kanbun

We will continue to collect and sort through Keisetsu Jidai,
a magazine for examination candidates, a task we began in
fiscal 2016. Up until now, we have collected about 30 issues
of the period on which we are focusing, but there is a need
to continue collecting issues that have not yet been acquired.
The extraction and digitization of articles related to kanbun
is also continuing, and we will endeavour to improve the
list combining all of these. There is no change in our aim
of shedding light on the position of kanbun (or Chinese
learning) in school education from one aspect of the entrance
examination industry, but during fiscal 2017 we are also
considering extending the scope of our investigations beyond
magazines for examination candidates to related educational
and introductory books about kanbun.

The Modern Literature Section will continue to conduct
research on the topic of “The Reception of Kanbun Studies
in the General Education of Men of Letters: With a Focus on
Natsume Soseki.”

With regard to Natsume Soseki, we will produce a book
based on the symposium “Séseki in the Kanbun Context,”
which was held on March 11-12, 2017. The book will be
a collection of essays by the main speaker Saité Mareshi
(University of Tokyo), the panelists Kitagawa Fukiko
(Tenri University), Goyama Rintaré (Keio University),
and Makizumi Etsuko (Nishogakusha University), the
presenters Abe Kazumasa (Nishogakusha University SRF
research assistant), Itd6 Kaori (Tokyo Gakugei University),
Kidoura Toyokazu (Graduate School, Tohoku University),
and Fujimoto Akitsugu (Yonago College), the facilitator
Yamaguchi Tadayoshi (Nishogakusha University), and research
collaborator Noami Mariko (National Institute of Japanese
Literature). The work of editing is currently underway, with
a view to publishing the book in March 2018. Although an
important issue, Soseki’s reception of Chinese learning has not
been adequately examined in the past. This book should be
of great significance in that it will raise some questions in the
most neglected area of Soseki studies.

In connection with Séseki, we will also conduct
investigations of what he studied while enrolled at Nisho
Gakusha and his acquaintances at the time. We will endeavour
to elucidate the contents of the lectures he attended, trace
the careers of people such as Tkebe Sanzan who studied there
around the same time, and probe the nature of Chinese
learning as part of a general education. In addition, together
with Abe Kazumasa (research assistant) and others we will
conduct investigations of the Soseki Collection at Tohoku
University Library, check the notes added by Séseki to relevant
Japanese and Chinese books, and consider their connections
with his creative writing. Abe will pursue research on how the
consciousness of intellectuals in particular was shaped and
transformed by describing the structure of individual novels in
dynamic terms.

With regard to Onishi Kyojin, another of our main topics
of research, the investigation of his library that we had been
conducting has by and large been completed, and therefore,
as well as checking the material with the aim of making the
database public, we will carry out more detailed investigations
of books related to the formation of a general education in
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the kanbun context. In particular, we will carefully trace
vestiges of materials related to Tanomura Chikuden and Oshio
Heihachiré and examine how Kyojin understood early modern
literati and reflected them in his Sacred Comedy and other
works. In Sacred Comedy, the chief protagonist T6do Taro
understands Chikuden and literati of Kyushu to have had ties
with his ancestors, and the relationships among early modern
literati are judged to have been the model for a movement.
We hope to trace in evidential terms how that part of Chinese
learning pertaining to revolutionary thought was adapted by
a contemporary writer. With regard to Kyojins reception of
Chikuden, the role played by his association with Nakano
Shigeharu cannot be ignored, and so we will also conduct
an investigation of the correspondence exchanged between
Kyojin and Nakano. It is planned to bring together some of
our findings in a collection of essays to be published in March
2018. We will also hold a study meeting, partly in preparation
for producing this collection of essays. Further, we will bring
together Kyojin’s unpublished criticism and, in a related event,
hold a workshop at a conference. In addition, we are also
considering making some of our findings public by making
use of the classroom in Building No. 2 at Nishogakusha
University’s Kashiwa Campus where we are currently
conducting the investigations of Kyojin’s library and staging an
Open Library (working title) where original materials will be
shown and explained to visitors.

Among other writers, we will carry out a study of
Chikamatsu Shiuko. There are many blanks in the
chronological record of his life, and in particular there is
much that is unknown about the period when he studied at
Nisho Gakusha. We hope to clarify the actual circumstances
of his reception of Chinese learning through a biographical
investigation. We will gather and examine testimonies from
Shiké himself and related people.

Yang Shuang (research assistant) will continue his study of
Yoda Gakkai’s kanbun-style novels. As well as identifying the
sources of Zankai and other works and forming a clear view
of their originality through comparative research, he will also
turn his attention to Chinese translations of kanbun-style
novels composed in Japan at the start of the modern period
and throw into greater relief aspects of Sino-Japanese cultural
exchange.

It is also planned to continue with the investigations of
historical sites and materials conducted last year in Nagasaki
and Taketa. More specifically, we will conduct careful
investigations of materials related to Tachibana Shata, who
had connections with Nisho Gakusha, and materials held
by Taketa Museum of History, and we will endeavour to
gain a grasp of personal exchange in Kyushu from the early
modern period to the start of the modern period. It can be
expected that we will discover points of contact with research
on Natsume Soseki and Onishi Kyojin, and at the same time
this should provide an opportunity to explore connections with
the activities of other research sections.
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(1) Symposiums, etc.

In June it is planned to hold a symposium on
“Developments in Yijing Studies and the Modern Age,”
cohosted with the Japan Association of Yijing Studies, on the
history of medical culture in nineteenth-century East Asia,
with a focus on the break between premodern and modern
scholarship.

Further, following on from last year, it is planned to present
papers at a panel about connections between kanbun studies
and remote regions in Japan and other East Asian countries
at the 2nd International Conference of the East Asian
Consortium of Japanese Studies.

It is also planned to hold symposiums jointly with Ludong
University, National Taiwan University, Beijing International
Studies University, Pusan National University, and other

universities in East Asia.

(2) Research on Written Conversations

We will undertake research on written conversations in
concert with a research project on written conversations
in East Asia headed by Professor Wang Yong of Zhejiang
University, and we are planning to hold a symposium jointly
with Zhejiang University.

Further, in December last year Professor Wang Baoping
(program member) of Zhejiang Gongshang University
published for the first time a photofacsimile reproduction
of the voluminous records of written conversations left by
Okochi Teruna, the last lord of Takasaki domain (Okéchi
documents), under the title Materials on Sino-Japanese Written
Conversations of the Late Qing Held in Japan: The Okichi
Documents. It is planned to launch a study group to read the
Okochi documents, using this book as the text.

(3) Investigations of Materials

It is planned to conduct an investigation of the “Stele for
the Development of the Ogasawara Islands,” erected in the
Ogasawara Islands, which were brought under Japanese control

in the early Meiji era.
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How the classical Chinese written language interpreted
by and influenced the East Asian world? What are the main
features of the Literacy Sinitic in the East Asian Cultures?
Although a number of the scholars in Mainland China
started exploring new methodologies as well as theories to
answer these questions since Nanjing University established
its first cross-cultural oriented academic center, the Institute
of Overseas Chinese Classical Studies (Yuwai Hanji Yanjiusuo
I ANEFERTSEIT) in 2000, however, until the date, in most
of the regions, the research of Sinosphere still remains in
comparative studies of classical Chinese written language in

individual countries, such as Japan, Korea, Vietnam, etc.

Inspired by the NEH’s former Bridging Cultures initiative,
an international conference of “Reconsidering the Sinosphere:
A Conference to Critically Analyze the Literacy Sinitic in
East Asian Cultures” just successfully held in 30, March to
02, April 2017 at Rice University, Houston, USA. Supported
by National Endowment for The Humanities (NEH) and
co-organized by the Chao Center for Asian Studies and The
Institute of Overseas Chinese Classical Studies of Nanjing
University , the conference brings scholars from Asia and the
West into a direct conversation about the way that the classical
Chinese written language has contributed to the shaping of
cultural identities in the so-called Sinosphere (China, Japan,
Korea and Vietnam).

The aims of this conference can be summarized as follows:
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For hundreds of years, the culture groups in this broad
geopolitical area of Asia shared a great many political and
social values, religious beliefs, and artistic and literary
traditions. These common cultural features were recorded
and transmitted in the same basic written language—
classical or literary Chinese (known as guwen/wenyan in
China, Kanbun in Japan, Hanmun in Korea, and Hén vin
in Vietnam). The umbrella term for this common language
is “the literary Sinitic’—a term designed to recognize the
fact that although guwen/wenyan originally developed in
China, it had a vibrant life of its own in other areas of East
Asia. This huge but understudied body of written documents
offers us extraordinarily rich resources for examining issues
of cultural continuity and change in this important region of
the world. Unfortunately, after the political and social turmoil
in East Asia during the late 19th and early 20th centuries,
which caused all four cultures to abandon their use of the
literary Sinitic, these important documents have been largely
ignored, leaving a substantial gap in our understanding of the

relationship between the histories and cultures of East Asia.

Past studies of these documents, on the few occasions
when they have been undertaken, have generally adopted a
China-centered approach, treating the three other countries of
East Asia as lesser versions of China, downplaying their own
unique histories and ignoring the diverse and manifold cultural
consequences of their individual use of the literary Sinitic.
Another problem has been that studies of East Asia in modern
times have tended to view the historical interactions between
China, Japan, Korea and Vietnam within the framework of
certain dominant Western methodologies, particularly the
simplistic “impact-response” model, rather than seeing these
complex interactions on their own terms, as they developed
across space and over time. Our preliminary research strongly
suggests the need to break down the longstanding dichotomies
that have been established in prior scholarship between center
and margins, self and “other,” empire and tributary states,
“civilization” and “barbarism,” and so forth. Instead, we will
view each culture and each state on equal terms. When seen in
this way, documents written in literary Sinitic can no longer be

considered simply as the extended products of Chinese culture;
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rather, they become—as they have always been, in face—the
products of a complex, sophisticated and continuous process of
cultural interaction, exchange, and transformation. The term
Sinosphere, then, refers only to the shared use of Sinitic; it does

not privilege China in any way.

In short, a close reading of this vast yet understudied body
of literature will not only enhance our knowledge of the
complicated process by which East Asian cultures negotiated
their respective identities, but also contribute to a larger

academic conversation about similar processes in other parts

of the world.

The conference invited a total of 28 scholars from Europe,
Mainland China, Taiwan, Japan, South Korea, Hong Kong,
and North America (Canada, and U.S.), to present their
research. A wide range of topics in the areas of East Asian
cultures were discussed with great interest. For the detailed
information about the conference, please visit the official
homepage from the organizer Sinosphere at http://sinosphere.

On March 11 (Sat.), 2017, from 13.00 to 18.00, the SRF
symposium “Soseki in the Kanbun Context” was held at
Nishogakusha University’s Kudan Campus in Room 401 on
the 4th floor of Building No. 1.

The reception of Chinese learning and kanbun is an area
that has not been sufficiently developed in the study of
Natsume Soseki’s literature. This symposium was held with
the aim that it might provide an opportunity for opening up a
new level of research. The symposium consisted of two parts,
Part 1 taking place on the 11th (Sat.) and Part 2 on the 12th
(Sun.). On the first day, a lecture was given by Saité6 Mareshi
(University of Tokyo), papers were presented by Kitagawa
Fukiko (Tenri University), Goyama Rintard (Keio University),
and Makizumi Etsuko (Nishogakusha University), and a
general discussion was held.

Saitd Mareshi’s lecture, titled “Soseki and Sinitic Prose
and Poetry: From Rhetoric to the World,” examined the
originality of Saseki’s perception of Sinitic prose and poetry.
In modern Japan, Sinitic prose and poetry represented
supramundane interests in contrast to the West, and for
intellectuals it underpinned the rhetorical devices employed
in their writing. In contrast to this, a difference can be seen
in the case of Soseki in that he broke away from the existing
context and carried out experiments in which expressions
acquired meaning autonomously within the world peculiar to
the novel. Saité understood Soseki’s Sinitic prose and poetry
as being oriented towards a universal plane that objectifies
the expressive self, as is evident in the fact that the contents
of his Sinitic poems change so that they encapsulate the very
circumstance of composing a poem.

Kitagawa Fukiko, in a paper titled “From “Writing’ to
‘Fiction’: Sino-Japanese Compounds and the Kanbun Context
in Soseki’s Works,” attempted to reinterpret the diversity
and fluidity of Séseki’s writing with reference to normative
ideas about writing prior to the entrenchment of a style that
unified the written and spoken language. Around the turn of
the twentieth century, youthful literary enthusiasts in Japan
valued “belles lettres” that abounded in rhetorical devices

and were also rhythmical. Séseki’s early works, in which he
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used a style that produced a non-quotidian world of fantasy,
were acclaimed as “belles lettres.” But Soseki’s expressions
were made up of multiple elements, and his style changed in
response to the demands of the times. Kitagawa presented the
development from his early works to his later works as a process
in which reliance on the kanbun context declined and Chinese
learning fell away from the general education of his characters.

Goyama Rintard, in a paper titled “An Experiment in
Interpreting Soseki’s Sinitic Poems by Using His Library:
With a Focus on Books Listed in the Yokyo Hekido Tosho
Mokuroku,” pointed out some distinctive features of Soseki’s
Sinitic poems and endeavoured to bring to light some problems
in past understanding. Most of Séseki’s Sinitic poems have not
been made public, and it is evident from holograph materials
that he jotted down words that sprang to mind and polished
them as he did so. Many poems include lines that are difficult
to understand, and when interpreting them, there is a need to
pay attention to when and how Séseki responded to Chinese
works. Goyama argued that, by referring to the Yokyo Hekido
Tosho Mokuroku, a catalogue of Soseki’s books dating from his
time in Kumamoto, it might be possible to accurately identify
the sources of some of his lines and our understanding of his
Sinitic poems might also deepen.

Makizumi Etsuko, in a paper titled “Natsume Séseki’s
Refinement: Sinitic Poetry for People of the Meiji Era,”
explored the originality of the endeavours of Séseki, who
pursued the attainment of a refined mind through Sinitic
poetry. While the desire to express refinement in Sinitic poems
is an aspiration peculiar to Japan, Soseki had an especially
strong yearning to reach great heights in this regard. According
to Makizumi, for this reason, even though Saseki’s Sinitic
poems show considerable variation in their tendencies and
level of achievement, they indicate a particular state of mind as
works that aimed for the heights of personal spirituality while
rejecting the vulgar and seeking refinement of expression.

In the general discussion, it was confirmed that the
acceptance of the kanbun context was fundamental to Soseki’s
writing, and views were exchanged on how to respond to
the issues raised by each of the speakers. The discussion
also extended to questions such as why Soseki’s poems are
individual in both expression and content when compared
with modern writers of Sinitic poetry and how they ought
to be linked to his novels. Although time was limited, it may
be supposed that this symposium had no small meaning in
rectifying the bias in the study of Séseki, who tends to be
discussed with a focus on his novels and only in relation to the

West, and gaining an overall understanding of him.

Part 2 of the symposium “Séseki in the Kanbun Context”
was held in the Chasha Memorial Hall at Nishogakusha
University’s Kudan Campus on March 12 (Sun.), 2017, from
13.00 to 17.00, and it consisted of presentations by young
Soseki researchers. There were four presenters, and after each
had spoken for about thirty minutes, there was a discussion
with Yamaguchi Tadayoshi (professor, Nishogakusha
University) as discussant and also involving the floor. I
participated in this symposium as one of the presenters, and
here I wish to describe my impressions of the symposium.

I was the first speaker, and in a paper titled “Soseki at
a Private School of Chinese Learning: The Formation of
His ‘General Education’ Traced through Lecture Notes and
Testimonies,” dealing with Nisho Gakusha at the time when
Soseki was studying there, T attempted to supplement by
means of school arts magazines and the testimonies of other
alumni aspects that are unclear from Séseki’s own remarks
and to reconstruct them in greater detail. Whereas the manner
in which Séseki switched from Chinese learning to English
was a modern way of rising in the world, I characterized his
behaviour at Nisho Gakusha as characteristic of a terakoya,
or private local school. At the same time, I also noted that the
leisured intellectuals depicted by Soseki possessed not only a
modern education but also a grounding in Chinese learning.

It6 Kaori (full-time lecturer, Tokyo Gakugei University),
the second speaker, presented a paper titled “Faking “Taste
Natsume Soseki and the Culture of Social Intercourse in
Modern Japan,” in which she argued that in the Meiji era
“social intercourse,” which had until the latter part of the
Edo period been no more than social rituals within the same
social class, not only changed into a technique to be mastered
by the middle class but also became a means of rising to a
higher class. Taking as examples the novels And Then and
Light and Dark, she showed how in Séscki’s novels Chinese
learning, which ought it have formed part of a person’s general
education, turned into an art of “social intercourse” in the
lower generation.

Kidoura Toyokazu (graduate student, Tohoku University),
the third speaker, presented a paper titled “Natsume Soseki’s
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‘Shumi’: Emotion as a Criterion for Value Judgements,” in
which he pointed out that the word shumi (“taste”) came to
be used with various connotations from around 1907. He
showed that Saseki, who in Essays on Literature (Bungaku ron)
called literature the expression of individuals’ tastes (shumi),
used shumi not only as the mere manifestation of emotions
but as a word containing elements of the personality, and this
usage possessed nuances that differered from the general use
of shumi.

Fujimoto Akitsugu (part-time lecturer, Kinki University),
the final speaker, presented a paper titled “Soseki’s Thought
in His Later Years and the Tradition of Chinese Learning:
Through a Comparison with Nishida Kitard,” in which he
argued that the idea of “following heaven and disregarding
the self;” characteristic of Soseki’s later years, which has until
now been regarded as an Oriental state of mind, resonated
with the thought of the philosopher Nishida Kitard. According
to Fujimoto, Séseki’s Oriental thought differed from that of
contemporary naturalist writers, who based themselves on
the modern “episteme,” and possessed a strong awareness of
subjectivity as the subjective agent of cognition, and at the root
of this awareness there lay the “tradition of Chinese learning.”

In the discussion that took place after the presentation of
these papers, questions were exchanged between the floor and
the speakers about the context in which Séseki’s grounding
in Chinese learning, considered to have been peculiar to
him, was shaped, about whether it was really different from
that of other contemporary writers, and about aspects in
which the four speakers overlapped. I felt that each paper
was brought into greater relief through this discussion. Partly
because the speakers on the first day of the symposium had a
deeper knowledge of Chinese learning and Chinese prose and
poetry than Soseki, I had the impression that the discussion
had unintentionally concentrated on the heterogeneity and
peculiarity of the Sinitic prose and poetry written by Séseki.
In contrast, I felt that on the second day interest turned to
the way in which Chinese learning and Chinese prose and
poetry were incorporated into Soseki’s literature and the way
in which his education in Chinese learning evolved. This
difference in interests is probably also a generational difference
in research methods. It goes without saying that the discussions
on both days were instructive, and it was brought home to me
that there are still many rich lodes in “Séseki in the kanbun

context” waiting to be mined.
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On March 18 (Sat.), 2017, a lecture meeting on “The World
of Hiraga Shinmin” was held in a hall at Mihara Central
Community Centre by Nishogakusha University’s SRF and
the Mihara Board of Education to commemorate the 140th
anniversary of the founding of Nishé Gakusha.

I have always felt that the quality of something is
determined by the depth of the thoughts and feelings
underpinning it, and this lecture meeting at Mihara was of a
high quality, at which the diverse thoughts and feelings of the
many people who supported it came together.

Hiraga Shinmin (1722-92) was a scholar of the mid-Edo
period. He was born into a merchant family in Tadanoumi,
Takehara, and was by and large self-taught. But it is possible
that the fact that he studied under Oshio of Hasuike, who
had ties with Ogyii Sorai, and mastered Chinese in Nagasaki
conferred on his style of scholarship a way of thinking that
was in a sense free and open, differing from that of Kyoto and
Osaka. His wide-ranging and meticulous investigations and
his independent thinking, uninfluenced by contemporary
trends or authority, may have been related to the character of
the region of Setouchi and his origins in a family of wealthy
merchants.

But Shinmin’s scholarship attracts little attention today.
In a sense it may be only natural that, at a time today when
there is a tendency to depreciate the humanities, Chinese
learning, a branch of scholarship of the past, is like a candle
flickering in the wind. This is even more so in the case of a
provincial scholar, someone who can perhaps be simply left to
fall by the wayside. But on the other hand, precisely because
the situation today is one in which only economic effects
are loudly advocated and merely lip service is paid to things
like courtesy and character-building, the starting point of
Chinese learning—to behave properly as a human being and
to cultivate one’s own person and regulate others—is asserting
its raison d’étre as it waits to be reevaluated. As well as being
directly linked to a reassessment of one of the values possessed
by Chinese learning, the reevaluation of Hiraga Shinmin is
also linked to a reevaluation of the quality of culture in one
particular region in premodern times.

At this lecture meeting, an attempt was made to reevaluate
Hiraga Shinmin. On the basis of their respective positions,
well-informed opinions, and personal views, Professor Inada
Atsunobu spoke about Shinmin as a man of letters in the mid-
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Edo period, while Professor Noma Fumichika spoke about the
scholarship of Shinmin as a scholar of the Confucian canon.

Professor Inada’s lecture on “Hiraga Shinmin: The Man and
His Scholarship” threw into relief the breadth of Shinmin’s
personality that emerges, in particular, from the people with
whom he associated. Shinmin may today be “a forgotten
person,” but conversely speaking it can also be said that he is
“a person whom the modern age forgot,” and if one further
relativizes this modern age, Shinmin’s appeal will naturally
be resurrected. Shinmin won the firm trust of not only men
of culture without institutional affiliations, such as Osaka’s
“intellectual giant” Kimura Kenkadd, the astronomer Hazama
Shigetomi, and the novelist and poet Takebe Ayatari, but also
the senior councillor Matsudaira Nobuaki, and after having
vividly described Shinmin’s friendships in the context of the
times, Professor Inada ended by relating an episode about
Shinmin’s fondness for the theatre. Not only did he write a
biography of Amakawaya Gihei (Amanoya Rihee), famous for
his role in the Chizshingura, but Shinmin was so fond of plays
that he would watch them from the boxed seats immediately
in front of the stage (hiraba) instead of from the tiered seating,
and he was jokingly called “Master Hiraba” instead of “Master
Hiraga.” Hiraga’s comment that “I go to the theatre because
I have nowhere else to go; scholars too likewise have nowhere
else to go,” with which Professor Inada concluded his lecture,
not only vividly illustrated Shinmin’s free-ranging scholarship
and unfettered tastes, but was also a witty punch line that
gave one a sense of something that overlapped with the free
and unconstrained “man and scholarship” of Professor Inada
himself.

Professor Noma, in a lecture titled “Hiraga Shinmin and
the Four Books and Five Classics,” spoke about the essence
of Shinmin’s scholarship from the perspective of Confucian
canonical studies. In today’s fractionalized academic
disciplines, there are very few scholars who specialize in
canonical studies, the field of scholarship that is the most
important in Chinese classical studies and requires the most
training. In this sense, Professor Noma is a valuable person
who is defending the final stronghold of canonical studies. But
canonical studies was the core of scholarship prior to the Meiji
era and was the most important core of Chinese learning. It
cannot be ignored when discussing the scholarship of the Edo
period. After having explained in an easily understandable
manner what canonical studies is, Professor Noma described
how Shinmin’s canonical studies evolved.

Canonical studies is the academic study of the Confucian
classics, but the number of these classics changed over time
from six (pre-Qin period) to five (Han dynasty), to nine (Tang
dynasty), and then to thirteen (Song dynasty). In particular,
once we come to the Neo-Confucianism of the Song period,
there is a strong leaning towards “self-cultivation” among
Confucianism’s original twin aspects of “self-cultivation” and
“regulating others” so as to counter the enormous influence of
Buddhism, as a result of which only canonical texts focusing
on metaphysics and questions of the mind, such as the Yijing
and Four Books, were valued and thinking did not extend to
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canonical texts as a whole. Shinmin was strongly critical of
this, stating that “if the Six Classics are unclear, then the Way
will be unclear,” and he endeavoured to discuss canonical texts
such as the Chungiu, Shijing, and Yijing from a perspective
that differed from the Neo-Confucian emphasis on the mind
or spirit. In particular, the Chungiu, being a direct reflection
of the subtle words and profound meanings of Confucius, is
a canonical text embodying the ideals of Confucianism. The
fact that in his later years Shinmin poured his energy into
elucidating the Chungiu was of great significance.

The way in which Professor Noma explained the overall
content of Shinmin’s magnum opus, the Shunji keiko in 81
volumes, and the incomplete commentary Shunji shisen,
which was meant to develop from this work, gave a sense of a
high level of spirituality linked in a straight line to the serious
attitude towards scholarship of Zuo Qiuming (Zuoshi), who
sought to clarify in all its brilliance the Way of the Chungiu,
the great classic of the Duke of Zhou, and of Shinmin, who
attempted to elucidate the significance of the Zuoshi zhuan.
This was a talk that, through Shinmin, brought back to life in
the present age the tough but honest question of what it is that
must be preserved in scholarship.

While listening to the two professors talking about
Shinmin, I was struck rather by their stance towards
scholarship as mediated by Shinmin. But in fact they both
achieved this after having identified with the feelings of
another person who spoke about Shinmin. This was Sawai
Joshiro (1871-1949), a local historian of Mihara and the first
director of Mihara City Library. Sawai Joshird, whose older
brother was Takakusu Junjirg, a professor of Indian philosophy
at Tokyo University and a renowned authority on Buddhist
studies, aspired to be a teacher, and while teaching at primary
and middle schools and at a teachers’ training college, he wrote
several books about local history and local notables on the
basis of the abundant books in the Sawai family home. One
of these was The Canonical Scholar Hiraga Shinmin, which has
been reprinted as the first volume in the SRF’s series Materials
on Modern Chinese Learning. Underpinned by a wealth of
materials and a high level of learning, this book is not only
a valuable work that informs posterity of the achievements
of Shinmin, an Edo-period scholar of Chinese learning, but
is also a fine work suffused with a serious attitude towards
scholarship. As an outstanding work in which a passion for
the transmission of knowledge and culture, transcending mere
parochialism and the extolling of prominent figures, can be
sensed beneath the graceful writing, this book is of great value.

In this fashion, the name of Hiraga Shinmin has been
preserved down to the present day through Sawai’s book. And
through an asset in the form of Mihara Library left by Sawai,
it will continue to be preserved by the thoughts and feelings
of the people of Mihara who are currently protecting it, such
as Kakii Yoshitaka (Mihara Board of Education) and Shimada
Daisuke (Committee of Experts, Mihara Museum of History).
This was, I believe, a fine lecture meeting at which one could
gain a strong sense that scholarship is passed on through
people’s passion for it.
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On May 13-14, 2017, the 9th annual meeting of the Society
for Cultural Interaction in East Asia (SCIEA) was held at
Beijing Foreign Studies University.

Because of Japanese news reports, I had been a little
concerned about Beijing’s air pollution, but factories in and
around Beijing had suspended operations for an international
conference on the Belt and Road Initiative that happened to be
held on May 14-15, and the sky was clear. I had the impression
that security was stricter than usual in subway stations and on
streets in Beijing.

Since the first meeting of the SCIEA was held at Kansai
University in 2009, annual meetings have been held in mid-
May. Up until now, they have been held at National Taiwan
University, Huazhong Normal University, Korea University,
City University of Hong Kong, Fudan University, Kaiseimachi
(Kanagawa Prefecture), and Kansai University, and this year
it was hosted by the Institute for Global History at Beijing
Foreign Studies University.

The Institute for Global History is an institute the aim
of which is to study world history since the Age of Great
Voyages and Chinese history since the modern period from the
viewpoint of global history, and it was established in 2014. It
not only conducts research, but also has master’s and doctoral
courses, as well as holding lecture series, publishing single
books and series of books, and developing databases, and its
director is Professor Li Xuetao.

I had previously visited Beijing Foreign Studies University
in 2011, but the campus had been greatly developed since then,
and such was its transformation that it was only after walking
around outside the university that I finally realized that it was
indeed Beijing Foreign Studies University.

The theme of this meeting was “A Global Perspective on the
Past and the Movement of Knowledge in East Asia,” and there
were a total of 40 panels and 180 papers. On the first day (May
13), a plenary session was held and keynote lectures were given.

On the second day (May 14), papers on Ryukyu and
Tsushima at Panel 26 (“Cognition of Self and Others in East
Asian Countries”) drew my interest. In particular, Xiu Bin
(Ocean University of China), “A Study of the Position of
the Ryukyu Kingdom from a Global Perspective” and Fan
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Changxi (Sun Yat-sen University), “A Study of the Name ‘Liu
Jingyu’ in the Ryikyi Nyigaku Kenbunrokw” both made use
of many Chinese sources, and I was able to gain an idea of the
interests and research stance of Chinese researchers regarding
Ryukyu.

I presented a paper on “The Research Institute for Sino-
Japanese Trade Seen from the Perspective of Business
with China” at Panel 31 (“Issues in the Study of Cultural
Interaction (2)”). Until now I have been conducting research
with a focus on the relationship between Shinshi monks
and the Kangien Academy through research into overseas
proselytization by Higashi Honganji (in Qing China and
Ryukyu) and the history of Sino-Japanese contacts. In this
paper, I focused on the Hirose family of Hita (Bungo province)
in the Bakumatsu and Restoration period, and I pointed to the
possibility that the Hirose family, feeling a sense of impending
crisis regarding the family business during a time of transition,
may have sent Hirose Teiji and Hirose Toratar6 to study at the
Research Institute for Sino-Japanese Trade in Shanghai in the
hope of acquiring new markets by doing business in China.
In the questions afterwards, Kimura Masato (Shibusawa
Eiichi Memorial Foundation) asked about Sino-Japanese
relations from an economic perspective and the activities of
supporters of the shogunate, and these questions will prove
very instructive for continuing my research in the future.

At the same panel, Mimura Tatsuya (University of Jinan)
presented a paper titled “The Transfer of Agricultural
Technology in ‘Imperial’ Japan: Taking North China as an
Example,” in which he discussed the involvement of Japanese
technicians at the Institute of Rural Economics in the School
of Agriculture, Beijing University, and so on in agriculture in
North China from the second half of the 1930s until the end
of the war and the influence this had in the postwar period.
Until now, I had not known much about the situation at
Beijing University under Japanese occupation, such as the
circumstances of the teaching staff and students (including
Japanese) and the curriculum, and I had felt a need for further
research. Additionally, in research on Japanese colonies and
occupied territories before and during the war, I had felt a need
to compare Japan, Korea, Sakhalin (Karafuto), South Seas,
Manchuria, China, and Southeast Asia, and on listening to
Mimura’s paper [ realized that there are numerous problems
when conducting such research, such as language barriers and
various other constraints, and I was made acutely aware once
again of the attendant difficulties.

Also at the same panel, Nakajima Eisuke (Lanzhou
University; research fellow, National Institute of Japanese
Literature) presented a paper titled “The Lineage of Early
Modern Discussion of the Samurai Code: With Reference
to Yamaga Sokd’s Works on Military Science,” in which he
traced changes in the samurai code (bushids) in the early
modern period on the basis of such works as the Bukyo zensho
in the Yamaga Collection held by the National Institute of
Japanese Literature. I had for some time felt the desirability
of an institution in Japan for conducting research on martial
arts and military science, and I felt this even more strongly on
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listening to Nakajima’s paper. There is also, I believe, a need to
conduct further research on changes in the concepts and ideas
of the samurai code, Chinese learning, and Wang Yangming’s
school, showing how they were interpreted and received not
only in the early modern period but also in the modern period
and later.

Mimura and Nakajima are both conducting their research
while teaching in China, and in spite of finding themselves in
extremely difficult circumstances with regard to the collection
and perusal of source materials, they are pursuing their
research with great enthusiasm, which strongly impressed me.
Japanese researchers working like them at universities in China
and Taiwan are increasing, and I felt that we have entered a
new age.

As for Chinese researchers, on the other hand, what I have
felt over the years is that a new generation is taking over in
Chinese academic circles, and in particular the emergence of
young academics in their twenties and thirties is noticeable.
Among those who presented papers at this meeting, too, there
were many researchers who had obtained a degree in Japan and
then returned to China to become university teachers. I also
felt once again that the content of their research is becoming
more detailed. With the growth of the Internet, they are
making active use of not only prior Japanese research but
also image databases at various institutions in Japan such as
the Diplomatic Archives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Ryukyu University, and so on, and the results of this were
amply demonstrated in the papers at this meeting. Further,
at past meetings there had been papers on art history and so
on, but what was striking at this meeting was papers on fields
about which there had not previously been any papers, such as
the history of calligraphy and the history of costumery.

Professor Machi Senjurd, who also attended this meeting,
commented on six papers presented at Panels 17 and 23 on
“Shibusawa Eiichi and ‘Philanthropy’ and Modern Japanese
Industrialists and Charity.” In recent years, there has been
a research project on “Modern Japanese Industrialists and
Philanthropy,” focusing on Shibusawa Eiichi and supported by
the Shibusawa Eiichi Memorial Foundation, and the results are
already being published in an 8-volume series titled Shibusawa
Eiichi and “Philanthropy” (Mineruva Shobo). The social
contributions of industrialists and the ideas that underpinned
them are likely to become important topics in the research
activities of the SRF, too, and so I will watch the progress of
this research project with interest.

After the conclusion of the meeting, we received an
invitation from Associate Professor Dai Qiujuan of the
Department of Japanese at Beijing Foreign Studies University.
In the course of our conversation, I felt once again that
relations between Japan and China are constantly changing.
Partly because this meeting coincided with an international
conference on the Belt and Road Initiative, my candid
impression was that one could not but be conscious of the
strengthening sense of presence of China not only in politics
and the economy but also in academic research.
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On July 8 (Sat.), 2017, the international symposium “The
Current State of Faculties of Literature: Higher Education in
East Asia—Literature, Foreign Languages, and Classical and
Confucian Studies” was held at Nishogakusha University.
It was cohosted by Nishogakusha University’s SRF and the
Research Institute of Gyeongnam Culture at Gyeongsang
National University, with eighteen researchers attending
from Peking University, Zhejiang Gongshang University,
Ludong University, and Zhejiang Yuexiu University of
Foreign Languages (China), National Taiwan University,
City University of Hong Kong, Gyeongsang National
University and the Academy of Korean Studies (Korea), Kansai
University, and Nishogakusha University, and it was divided
into two sections, both consisting of papers and discussions. I
participated in the “Session for the Presentation of Papers by
the Next Generation,” which was held on the same day.

Nine younger researchers (three from Japan, two from
China, and four from Korea) participated in the “Session
for the Presentation of Papers by the Next Generation” and
presented papers on a wide range of subjects, including orology
in the ChosOn period, textual collation in the early Edo period,
medicine in the latter part of the Edo period, and literature in
the Meiji era. The speakers carefully examined various aspects
of cultural exchange in East Asia in the early modern and
modern periods. During the question-and-answer sessions
there was heated discussion with members of the audience.

I presented a paper titled “The Intellectual World of Tanaka
Shoz6: God, Heaven, Sacredness, Nothingness, and Kingdom
of Heaven.” Tanaka Shozo is widely known in connection with
the Ashio Copper Mine pollution incident, and he invariably
appears in Japanese middle-school and high-school history
textbooks. But the reality is that he has not been adequately
examined in academic research.

Much of the research on Tanaka Shozo has paid attention
to his thought in his later years. But there has been virtually
no analysis of the main concepts that define to a large
extent the essence of his thought in his later years, such as
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“God,” “heaven,” “sacredness,” “nothingness,” and “kingdom
of heaven.” I took up these concepts and examined them.
Through an explanation of these concepts, I endeavoured to
elucidate the logical structure of Shozo’s intellectual world and
its historical character.

Tanaka Sho6zd’s spiritual base may be considered to have
been strongly coloured by “Song learning.” But his statements
suggestive of Song learning do not necessarily faithfully reflect
the thinking of Song learning. Rather, he used a fragmentary
pattern of thinking characteristic of Song learning to shape
his own ideas. He recognized a solid value and authority not
in human beings but in the natural world itself. Therefore,
human beings should protect nature, not conquer it, and seck
to merge with it. According to Shozo, because the natural
world originally created humans as beings who are happy and
good, human beings should actualize a “kingdom of heaven”
for humans by embodying their innate “moral intuition.”
In this manner, Shozo placed an ideal value on the natural
world and wished for its protection and restoration. He also
advocated that people should break free from the distinctions
of “self and other” and “subject and object,” be assimilated into
the natural world, and become one with all things in heaven
and on earth.

Therefore, rather than being a “prophet” who foresaw the
problems of the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, Shozo
was a “spiritualist” and “activist” who based himself on the
ideas of Song learning. It is to be surmised that his greatest
significance in the Meiji world may lie in the fact that he
relativized the modernization of Japan by a view of nature and
a worldview characteristic of Song learning,.

At a time when arguments rejecting the need for faculties
of literature are causing a stir in the world at large, questions
are once again being raised about the significance of the
humanities. This was the objective of this symposium. In
this regard, I wish to mention two points that I noticed while
participating in this symposium.

First, the humanities are necessary in order to eliminate
barriers to intercultural exchange. While exchange between
different cultures can be promoted in the so-called age of
globalization, the potential for clashes can also be increased.
The humanities, charged with research and education about
different cultures, can play an important role in understanding
the cultural background of other people.

Secondly, the humanities are necessary in order to relativize
current thinking. If people wish to understand the present,
they must engage in dialogue with the past. Otherwise, they
are unable to understand how thinking that is today taken for
granted has evolved down to the present day. Providing fresh
information about present-day problems through dialogue with
the past is, I believe, an important aspect of the humanities.

The aim of the “Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars
of Chinese Learning,” cohosted by Nishogakusha University’s
“MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic Research
Foundation at Private Universities” SRF and the Research
Institute of Chinese Old Book Culture at Waseda University
on July 29 (Sat.), 2017, was based on the suggestion that, when
examining “Chinese learning in the modern period,” which
cannot yet be described as a well-established area of research,
attention should perhaps be directed not only at larger
historical sites such as domanial schools and local schools,
but rather at the many scholars of Chinese learning who
were engaged in actual educational activities in local society
and at the memorial halls that preserve their achievements.
Precisely because this is a time when the management of these
memorial halls is (presumably) difficult, the “Conference on
Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning” envisions
the launching of a venue for building and strengthening lateral
ties. This was the inaugural conference, and it consisted of
two parts. Part 1 consisted of a series of lectures, while Part 2,
titled “The Present State of and Issues for Memorial Halls for
Scholars of Chinese Learning,” consisted of papers presented
by representatives of the SRF project and several memorial
halls, followed by a plenary session. There follows a report on
this conference. But first I will list the titles of the lectures and
papers presented on the day .

In Part 1, following the opening address and explanatory
remarks by Professors Eto and Machi respectively, lectures
were given by Azuma, Fraleigh, and Inahata in Room 201 of
Building No. 1.

In his keynote lecture, Azuma compared the private
academies (shuyuan) and private schools (sishu) that grew and
spread in early modern China with their influence on East
Asia (Korea, Japan, and Vietnam) and presented case studies
of the development of private academies and private schools in
each country and region. In connection with the development
of private academies and private schools, which started out as
private educational institutions, it was shown that, in contrast
to their transformation into government schools in China,
their control by the state and closed nature in Korea, and
their undeveloped character in Vietnam, characteristics of
private schools in Japan included their openness and freedom,
and also their relationship with modernization. It seemed to
me that these characteristics of Japanese private schools were
understood as presenting or hinting at a broad outline from
a historical viewpoint of not only the scholars of Chinese
learning honoured at the memorial halls reported on in Part
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2 and the initial modus operand; of various private schools, but
also the future modus operands of these memorial halls.

In his lecture, Fraleigh retraced the life of Narushima
Rythoku (1837-84) and reported on several points
concerning the grounding in Chinese learning of Rythoku,
who later became the first editor-in-chief of the newspaper
Chaya shinbun. (For example, the essays “Zatsuwa” [later
“Zatsuroku”] in kanbun kundoku style that were carried by
the newspaper and the function they played as a “venue” for
exchange among writers of Sinitic poems, etc.) Fraleigh’s point
that the grounding in Chinese learning that underpinned
Rythoku’s activities had an influence both directly and
indirectly on the establishment of the new medium of
newspapers as an institution independent of the government
would seem to be one that cannot be ignored when considering
the quality and style of public discourse in this period.

In his lecture, Inahata took up the Chinese memorial
erected by the geographer Shiga Shigetaka (1863-1927) at the
site of the Alamo in San Antonio, Texas, as well as looking
back over the career of Shiga, a “forgotten Sinitic poet,” and
reexamining the context encompassed in his Sinitic prose and
poetry. In Shiga’s poem “Germany,” mentioned in Inahata’s
lecture, Jena in Germany is likened to Ena in Gifu and the
Rhine to the Kiso River, and while this was criticized as
being overly Westernized, the poem was read as a new-style
Sinitic poem. This atticude of Shiga’s gives a sense of just
what a nationalist he was during the period of civilization
and enlightenment. It was also mentioned that on the front
of the Chinese memorial is written an account of the An-Shi
Rebellion in Chinese, while on the back is written an account
of the Battle of Nagashino and Torii Suneemon in Japanese,
and together with the above point about the new-style Sinitic
poem, this was most interesting in that one could clearly
discern the intent of Shiga as a nationalist of the Meiji era.

In Parc 2, following a break, the venue was moved to a
meeting room on the 11th floor, and first of all “Reports
on Investigations of Materials Related to Private Schools
for Chinese Learning Conducted by the SRF Project” were
presented by Machi and Hirasaki.

In his report, Machi summarized recent changes in the
research environment of kanbun and Chinese learning, the
central subject of the SRF project, and a proposal for the
construction of a future research environment with kanbun
and Chinese learning as its key concepts was presented as
the “building of a sustainable consortium.” Of late, Japanese
studies around the world, research trends in China, and so
on have served to stimulate a growing interest in kanbun
and Chinese learning as research and educational resources.
Nonetheless, the “culture of Chinese learning” typified by
remains and materials related to Confucianists and scholars
of Chinese learning who have not been adequately treated
in views of history such as that characteristic of Satsuma
and Chosha domains and that delineated by Shiba Ryotard
remains in straitened circumstances with regard to the
preservation, utilization, and management of historical
materials. Machi reported on the situation currently faced
by a “culture of Chinese learning” that is also worthy of
reevaluation as a tourist resource suited to a mature society and
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presented the aims of holding the “Conference on Memorial
Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning” for the building of
relationships that take into consideration future cooperation.

Hirasaki presented a progress report on the construction of a
database for the study of the history of modern schools and the
history of education, being carried out by the SRF Education
Section, and cited Narita High School in Narita, Chiba
prefecture, as a concrete example of the on-site investigations
also being conducted by the SRF Education Section. Use was
also made of photographic materials to report on the history of
the school, which started out as a private school called Narita
Eikan Gijuku, its relations with local society, and the school’s
storage and utilization of historical materials related to its
history. A case such as Narita High School can be counted
among instances of private schools where Chinese learning was
also taught that later rose to the status of a regular school, and
it was presented as a variation, as it were, for the “Conference
on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning.”

Following the reports from the SRF project, “Reports from
Memorial Halls” were presented.

In his report on the Asaka Gonsai Memorial Hall, which
was established in the grounds of Asaka Kunitsuko Shrine
in Kériyama, Fukushima prefecture, Ando reported on its
displays and publications until now, the establishment of
public courses in the form of the “Asaka History School,”
and the operations of a place of learning called “Society for
Learning from Master Gonsai.” Issues mentioned included
not only the reproduction of historical sources such as
Gonsai’s correspondence, but also the difficulties of educating
the young generation and delays in setting up web-based
networking facilities such as an official website. As a proposal,
mention was also made of launching an association about
scholars of Chinese learning who taught at domanial schools,
modelled on a gathering such as the Domanial Schools
Summit.

Zhang reported on the present state of and issues for
Ashi Toézan Memorial Hall in Ichinoseki, Iwate prefecture.
Specifically, starting with the life of Ashi Tozan (1696-1776)
and his Records for Punishing No More, regarded as a precursor
of modern ideas on criminal law, he also reported on the
circumstances of the establishment of the memorial hall, its
exhibits, the state of investigations and research, and activities
such as workshops using the Ashi Tézan card games and
storytelling with pictures. An issue is aiming to improve
investigations and research of materials and increase the
number of visitors, and it was also suggested that there is a
need to build a joint network that might encourage visitors to
go to other memorial halls and so on too.

Kotani reported on the past history and present state of
Kojokan High School in Thara, Okayama prefecture, which
has its origins in a private school established in 1853 by
Sakatani Roro (1822-81). He focused in particular on actual
school reforms at the time of a financial crisis for private
schools in the midst of a trend towards a declining birthrate
and aging population from the latter half of the Showa era to
the early Heisei era and a growing preference for public high
schools due to the decline of local industries. It was shown
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that while the compulsorization of the Analects, representing
a return to the school’s roots as a private school for Chinese
learning, and school reforms linked to local seminar activities,
representing the practice of “community cooperation and
community blending,” have produced results, the current
situation remains difficult as the financial crisis is impacted
by the declining birthrate, aging population, and decline
of industries, which continue to advance, and also by the
abolition of fees at public high schools and changes in the
system of prefectural subsidies.

Yoshida, dealing with the site of the Kangien Academy
in Hita, Oita prefecture, which is fresh in our memory on
account of its having been designated by the Agency
for Cultural Affairs as one of the “Japan Heritage” sites in
2015, reported on the career of the founder Hirose Tanso
(1782-1856), the history of the private school Kangien, and
its activities today. When compared with other memorial
halls that participated in this conference, the cooperative
relationship between the public and private sectors is especially
close in the case of the Kangien Academy, and among recent
activities mention was also made of community cooperation,
such as a gathering of descendants of former students and the
training of child guides.

Azuma, dealing with the Hakuen Academy, which opened
in 1825 and is one of the roots of Kansai University, reported
on the founder Fujisawa Togai (1795-1865) and on the
activities of the Hakuen Memorial Society established within
the Institute of Oriental and Occidental Studies at Kansai
University and its hitherto research results. The Hakuen
Academy was rare among private schools for Chinese learning
in that it operated for more than 120 years until its closure in
1948, and more than 10,000 students are said to have studied
there. It is to be surmised that it made major contributions not
only to Osaka’s culture but also to the modernization of Japan,
and it was shown that it is an important case also on account
of its relationship with its successor Kansai University and for
considering the culture of Chinese learning in modern Japan
with respect of the education system.

Moroiwa reported on the circumstances surrounding
the opening of Yasui Sokken Memorial Hall in Miyazaki,
Miyazaki prefecture, the current state of its operations,
and some issues. This memorial hall is a facility that brings
together materials related to Yasui Sokken (1799-1876)
that had been exhibited and stored in the Kiyotake History
Museum, and it was renamed on April 1, 2017, with the aim
of improving the operational efficiency of historical facilities
in Miyazaki. Its management has been entrusted to the Society
for Honouring Yasui Sokken, an NPO corporation (which,
prior to its incorporation, had been active since 1975), and
it holds events such as lecture meetings, study courses, a
summer school for children, calligraphy exhibitions, tea-
ceremony lessons, and bus tours. Issues mentioned included a
lack of research activities (most of the operating expenses go
to administrative and personnel costs, the task of deciphering
relevant historical materials is being held up, and there is a lack
of materials related to Sokken) and staff shortages.
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Nojima reported on facilities related to Yamada Hokoku
(1805-77) in Okayama prefecture, such as the Yamada
Hokoku Memorial Hall in Niimi and the Hokoku Centre
in Takahashi, and on activities to publicly honour Hokoku
in Okayama prefecture. Specifically, mention was made of a
signature campaign to turn Hokoku'’s life story into a television
saga drama and “Hékoku tourism,” linked to tourism and
gourmet food. Nojima also touched on the phenomenon of an
increase in visitors to the Hokoku Memorial Hall as a result
of increasing numbers of tourists visiting Bitchi Matsuyama
Castle, which has recently become well known as a “castle in
the sky.” It was also shown that activities to publicize Hokoku
are spreading to business and academic research, with, for
example, overseas students wishing to study about Hokoku
coming in recent years to universities in Okayama prefecture.

After the conclusion of Part 2, and following a short break,
the Plenary Session was held. There follows a report on this,
interspersed with my own views.

First, Et6 from Nishogakusha University, the host
university, made a proposal concentrating on the twin points
of “profitability” and “publicness” as the main topics of
the conference as a whole. With regard to “profitability,”
he suggested that horizontal content development and ways
of expanding the market be examined, with, for example,
promotional items such as playing cards and teaching
materials, which are being produced separately by individual
memorial halls, being produced and sold cooperatively. With
regard to “publicness,” it was proposed that events and courses
making use of a horizontal network of kanbun culture and
education be held, with, for example, memorial halls in
different regions taking turns in holding training courses for
middle-school teachers in teaching kanbun and Japanese. The
latter would also include holding symposiums by turns, such
as the Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning, and the development of contents linked to tourism
would also be taken into consideration. Other suggestions
included circulating exhibitions and also plans combining
contemporary art and Chinese learning,

In response to these proposals, a question was raised about
how the costs would be met for the rotational holding of
events such as Conferences on Memorial Halls for Scholars of
Chinese Learning. But it would seem that there was general
agreement regarding a move towards opening up outwards and
horizontally the activities of each memorial hall, which have
until now remained at a local level. (There was even a proposal
from the audience about the venue for the next conference.)

This issue of the development of horizontal ties led to
suggestions regarding the construction of a joint and shared
(digital) database or archive for the Conference on Memorial
Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning, with reference being
made to the example of the project to compile the Confucian
Canon. With a few exceptions, not even the complete works
of Japanese scholars of Chinese learning have been published,
and researchers expressed the wish that each memorial hall
put together the writings of Confucian and Chinese scholars.
There was also the view that a start should perhaps be made
by exchanging historical materials held by each memorial hall.
It was pointed out that in some instances materials related
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to each memorial hall that are held by the National Institute
of Japanese Literature do not appear in on-line public access
catalogues (although they can be viewed on-site), and in light
of this, when it comes to continuing to hold events such as
the Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning, there is probably a need to construct a shared
database or archive in some form. It may be supposed that
a major task for the future will be building a platform that
can also tie in with the activities of individuals, such as the
descendants of Saitd Setsudd (1797-1865), who are engaged
individually in activities to honour him. It could be said that,
together with Et6’s above proposals, the need to launch shared
venues, both in the real world and digitally, has become clear.

Further, in my view, in order to make progress in building
such a shared platform, in the future it may be necessary
to think in more concrete terms about some sort of society
or organization for bringing together institutions such as
memorial halls and universities that participate in events such
as the Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning. In this regard, the Japanese Association of College
and University Archives, which provides a venue for reference
rooms and memorial halls related to the history of affiliated
universities, may prove instructive. (I am indebted to a staff
member from the reference room at St. Andrew’s University
for pointing out that there are aspects of the present state of
and issues for the Japan Association of College and University
Archives that overlap with the issues faced by the Conference
on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning, and I
wish to express my thanks.) In conclusion, it could be said
that this was a conference at which building a platform in
some form, be it in the real world or in the digital world, was
highlighted as a future goal. After the plenary session, Ishikawa
Tadahisa, advisor to the Incorporated Educational Institution
Nisho Gakusha, gave the closing address.

To sum up, the number of attendees at both Part 1 and
Part 2 exceeded expectations, and this first Conference on
Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning was an
event of great significance at which some concrete issues were
brought to the fore.
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The Guimet National Museum of Asian Art (Musée
national des arts asiatiques — Guimet) in the 16th
arrondissement of Paris was opened in 1889. The founder
was Emile Guimet (1836-1918) from Lyon, a businessman
who operated a factory, inherited from his father, a chemist,
that produced ultramarine pigment. This ultramarine
pigment is renowned as “Berlin blue,” but in France it is called
“Guimet blue.” Possessing an enormous inheritance and a deep
knowledge of music and art, Guimet, like other Europeans
of means, had the yearnings of a dilettante for ancient Egypt
and Roman and Greek civilization and collected items
excavated from ancient remains, including even mummies.
Overwhelmed in particular by the “power of religion” in
ancient civilizations, he took an interest in the influence of
religion in the lives of ordinary people in the countries of the
Far East, far removed from Europe, and drew up plans to
travel around the world to study religions. In 1876 he visited
the Centennial International Exhibition that was being held
in Philadelphia in the United States, where he met up with the
painter Félix Régamey (1844-1907), and they set out from San
Francisco to cross the Pacific Ocean, arriving in Yokohama in
August.

At the time, Japan was in a state of turmoil as a result of ten
years of reforms that had begun with the Meiji Restoration.
The collapse of the Tokugawa shogunate as a result of the
return of political power to the emperor in October 1867,
the repression of Buddhism that began with the Order for
the Separation of Shinto and Buddhism in March 1868,
an edict abolishing domains and establishing prefectures
in August 1871—these and similar moves were gradually
transforming Japan into a centralized state with the emperor
at its centre. The repression of Buddhism, which prohibited
Shinto-Buddhist syncretism, had both a good and a bad
impact on Guimet’s study of religion. On the one hand, he was
able to acquire at astonishingly cheap prices Buddhist books
and statues that were being disposed of, but on the other hand,
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while desirous of understanding the doctrines and truths of
Buddhism and Shinto, what he learnt in conversations with
men of religion who found themselves in the midst of upheaval
did not even answer his questions. After visiting Japan, he went
to China and India and then returned to France.

Immediately after his return, Guimet set about preparing
a report for the French Minister of Education. In his report,
he explicitly mentioned the establishment of a museum of
religion, the establishment of a school of foreign languages for
studying Oriental languages, and the invitation of Japanese
students to France. The students who were invited from Japan
in this way subsequently rendered services to Guimet by
appraising Eastern works of art and translating Buddhist and
other works at the Guimet Museum.

Guimet brought back to France from his travels more than
300 Buddhist paintings, more than 600 Buddhist statues,
and more than 1,000 Buddhist and other books. These form
the basis of the Guimet Museum’s current collection of old
Japanese books, which consists of approximately 1,500 titles
in 5,000 volumes. About three-quarters of these had been
collected by the second half of the nineteenth century, and
Buddhist works account for about one-tenth of them.

Among the books collected during Guimet’s lifetime, one’s
attention is drawn in particular to the Buddhist works donated
by Imaizumi Yasaku, one of the Japanese invited to France.
There are also quite a number of Japanese textbooks and
primary school readers, probably because Guimet himself
was plagued by a lack of interpreters and a language barrier in
his conversations with men of religion. There are also many
historical works, such as the Dai Nibon shi and Nibon gaishi.
Since then, the collection has been enriched throughout the
twentieth century by donations and purchases. The vast library
of Alphonse Pinart (1852-1911), a French anthropologist
and linguist of the late nineteenth century, was originally
gifted to the Trocadéro Museum of Ethnography (Musée
d’ethnographie du Trocadéro), but perhaps because it was
merged with the Guimet Museum in 1937 as a result of
reforms, there are many maps of Japan, encyclopaedias,
dictionaries, illustrated guidebooks, and so on that bear his
ownership stamp. In the second half of the twentieth century
(1985) the library received the most beautiful donation in its
collection. This donation was made by a Mrs. Andrieu of Nice,
the great-granddaughter of Paul Savatier (1830-91), who was
involved in the construction of the Yokosuka shipyards in the
late nineteenth century and served as a naval surgeon with the
French Navy. The library was given 31 titles in 193 volumes
related to pharmacognosy, including nine manuscripts, that
had been left by her great-grandfather. This collection may
be considered the crown jewels of the library’s holdings, and
because some of these works are manuscripts, starting with the
Honzé zufu in 87 volumes, it includes herbals of which there

are probably no other copies in the world.
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One aspect of Nishogakusha University’s “MEXT-
Supported Program for the Strategic Research Foundation at
Private Universities” (SRF) is the collection, investigation, and
study of materials formerly belonging to scholars of Chinese
learning from the early modern period to the Meiji era and
people associated with Nisho Gakusha. Materials that have
been donated or purchased so far include materials formerly
held by Yoshino Kinryo, Kato Fukusai, Kato Ten'en, and Ota
Seiky, as well as materials formerly held by people in Bitcha
who were associated with Chinese learning, and in fiscal
2017 we began in earnest to investigate and sort through the
materials of Kato Fukusai.

Kato Fukusai (Shintard) was born in Wakuya, Toda districe,
Rikuzen (northern Miyagi prefecture), and around 1891 he
enrolled at Nishé Gakusha, becoming house head and assistant
teacher, in charge of composition, in November 1895. In
1902 he became head teacher and subsequently taught at
Shizutani Middle School in Bizen and Tomioka Middle School
in Tokushima. His materials were on the market as “Materials
of a Student of Mishima Chusha.” The task of sorting through
them was carried out on September 4-6, 2017, by seven of
us, headed by Machi Senjuré, professor in the Faculty of
Literature and SRF lead researcher, the others being SRF
research assistants and 3rd-year postgraduate students Kahata
Satoko and Takeda Yiki, 4th-year undergraduate students
Suzuoki Takuya and Chiba Yahi, 3rd-year undergraduate
student Watabe Kantaro, and myself. We first grouped the
materials as a whole by field and then photographed them for
the purpose of preparing a catalogue. Since then I have been
examining them in detail and am preparing a catalogue.

The materials consist of about 360 items and may
be broadly divided into three groups: 125 Chinese books
(Japanese reprints and commentaries by Japanese; 57
come under Confucian classics, 15 under history, 18 under
philosophy, and 35 under literature), 145 Japanese works (68
deal with Sinitic prose and poetry and Chinese learning,
25 with history, and 52 with moral teachings, education,
literature, etc.), and 90 draft manuscripts of Kato Fukusai. The
draft manuscripts are mainly lecture notes of various kinds
from the time when he was studying at Nisho Gakusha and
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include draft writings and miscellaneous hand copies, and
there have also survived his diaries from the time when he was
at Nisho Gakusha.

With regard to the lecture notes, there are many works in
the categories of classics, history, philosophy, and literature,
apart from draft manuscripts, that have notes in the margins
and between the lines, and this is one of the distinctive features
of these materials. These are mainly records of lectures that
Fukusai attended at Nisho Gakusha, starting with those of
Mishima Chashi, but in addition there have also survived
notes taken at the Shibunké, where he attended lectures
concurrently. Therefore, by comparing these with his diaries,
one can gain an idea of the actual lectures that were being
given at Nisho Gakusha in the third and fourth decades of the
Meiji era, and so this collection of materials could be said to be
quite valuable. Furthermore, the marginalia and lecture notes
are also attracting attention for their links to Chashi’s series of
commentaries on Chinese works such as the Shishiden shiroku
and Rongo shiroku, and they will need to be examined more
carefully in the future.

Some of these materials were exhibited at the exhibition
“Mishima Chasha and the Modern Era: Part 5” in
Nishogakusha University’s exhibition room as items indicative
of the teaching of Chinese learning at Nisho Gakusha, and it is
planned to include them in the exhibition catalogue.

1. Investigations
There follows a report on the state of progress regarding the
activity plans for fiscal 2016 and 2017 (up to October 2017).

a) Onssite investigations of private schools of Chinese learning
(including historical sites) and preparation of a list

On the basis of the data about private schools of Chinese
learning in the list that we had prepared in fiscal 2015, we
conducted on-site investigations and collected related historical
materials as appropriate. In concrete terms, we were able to
conduct on-site investigations and take photographs at Yoshii
Private School (Dan Akiyoshi) and Ryiizan First Academy
(Nishida Kanjird) in Miyama, Fukuoka prefecture, and to
view and photocopy local materials at Miyama City Library
in Setaka-machi. In addition, we visited the site of Koshijuku
(Ginseng-Field Private School [Ninjinbatake-juku]) (Takaba
Osamu) in Hakata and photographed the inscription, as well as
viewing and photocopying relevant local materials at Fukuoka

Prefectural Library.

b) Construction of a database for the study of the history of
modern schools and the history of education

Starting in fiscal 2016, we conducted a questionnaire
survey of 250 middle schools and high schools (including
some universities) throughout the country and have collected
school histories and other materials from about 40 schools
(supplementary work is continuing). Further, in fiscal 2016
we visited Waydé Kudan Junior and Senior Girls’ High School,
Ferris University’s Reference Room, St. Andrew’s University’s
Reference Room, Chikushi Jogakuen, and Hiroshima
Jogakuin’s Historical Resource Centre, and in fiscal 2017
we have until now visited Narita High School and Affiliated
Middle School, Tohoku Gakuin’s Historical Resource
Centre, and Kokushikan’s Reference Room. We viewed and
photocopied or photographed (prewar) textbooks, books, and
school materials (minutes, curricula vitae of teaching staff, etc.)
held by each institution, prepared catalogues (incomplete), and

paid our respects to those concerned.
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¢) Collection and sorting of copies of a magazine for
examination candidates (Keisetsu Jidai) and the extraction
and digitization of articles related to kanbun

Up until now, we have collected about 30 issues of the
period on which we are focusing, but there is a need to
continue collecting issues that have not yet been acquired.
With regard to the extraction and digitization of articles related

to kanbun, we have begun preparing a list.

d) Connections with the initial stages of “faculties of literature”
and present-day “Chinese learning (kanbun studies)”

2. Presentations and Study Groups
Next, there follows a report on presentations of research and

participation in study meetings.
¢) Symposiums

(1) The symposium “The Current State of Faculties of
Literature: Higher Education in East Asia—Literature,
Foreign Languages, and Classical and Confucian Studies”
held on July 8 (Sat.), 2017, at Nishogakusha University
(international symposium cohosted by Nishogakusha
University’s “MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic
Research Foundation at Private Universities” and Faculty
of Literature) could be described as the East Asian version
of the symposium “The Realities of Struggling Faculties
of Literature” (symposium hosted by Faculty of Literature,
Nishogakusha University, on Oct. 15, 2016). In Part I,
“The Current State of Faculties of Literature in Fast Asia,”
Eto presented a paper titled “The Formation of Faculties
of Literature in Japan: The Case of ‘An Introduction to
Literature’.” The formation and development of “faculties
of literature” in Japanese universities and their relationship
with Chinese learning (kanbun studies) has been a research
topic of the Education Section since fiscal 2016, and at this
symposium, focusing on “An Introduction to Literature,”
which was established as a subject in 1904, Et6 reported on
the role it played in the formation and transformation of the
concept of literature in Japan.

(2) At the “Session for the Presentation of Papers by the Next
Generation” held on the same day as the above symposium,
Hirasaki presented a paper titled “On ‘Orthography’ in
Modern Japan The Aspiration to Overcome ‘Chinese
Characters’ and Its Context.” Chinese characters and
kanbun (kanbun studies) are inseparably related, and in
this paper Hirasaki undertook the preliminary task of
examining with reference to actual orthography, especially
katakana, the fact that in some respects there was a move
in Japan during the modern period to distance itself from
Chinese characters (or kanbun and kanbun studies).
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(3) On July 29 (Sat.), 2017, there was held at Nishogakusha

University the “Conference on Memorial Halls for
Scholars of Chinese Learning” (cohosted by Nishogakusha
University’s “MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic
Research Foundation at Private Universities” (SRF) and
the Research Institute of Chinese Old Book Culture at
Waseda University). As part of “Reports on Investigations of
Materials Related to Private Schools for Chinese Learning
Conducted by the SRF Project” in Part 2, “The Present
State of and Issues for Memorial Halls for Scholars of
Chinese Learning,” Hirasaki presented a paper titled “A
Case Report of On-Site Investigations by the Education
Section: With a Focus on Narita High School.” Narita
High School is a private school, the predecessor of which
was a private school called Narita Eikan Gijuku, and the
objective of the latter’s establishment was to “teach subjects
essential for local boys wishing to go into business or enter
government or vocational schools” (General Rules of Narita
Eikan Gijuku). In line with its name “Eikan (English and
Chinese) Gijuku,” the curriculum was organized around
English, Chinese learning, and mathematics, to which great
importance was attached at the time when advancing to
higher-level schools. In this paper, Hirasaki reported on the
history and curriculum of Narita High School during this
earlier period and its relationship with the local community,
as well as the state of preservation of the historical materials
that he was permitted to photograph during his visit and the
kanbun teacher (Mitsukado Ken’ichi) who provided him

with information during his visit.

(4) At the “2017 International Forum on the Study of

Chinese, Japanese, and English Linguistic Culture” held at
Dalian University, China, on September 16 (Sat.), 2017, to
commemorate the 30th anniversary of Dalian University
(venue: International Symposium Hall, College of Japanese
Language and Culture, Dalian University), Eto chaired
“Discussion of Issues (2): Discussion of the Teaching and
Study of ‘Chinese Learning’ in Modern Japan—~Systems,
Research, and Literary Arts,” held in the afternoon, and
he also presented a paper titled “The Modernization of
‘Literature> With Reference to the Concept of Literature
and the Works of Akutagawa Ryanosuke (ca. 1900).” In
classes on “An Introduction to Literature” in the Faculty
of Literature at the Imperial University, it was mainly the
Western concept of literature and its genres and formation
that were discussed, and there was little discussion of the
so-called literary arts of Japan. In his paper, Eto took the
subject “An Introduction to Literature” in higher education
to be one of the factors that determined the modernization
of literature. For example, one of the students who attended
Matsuura Hajime’s lectures on “An Introduction to
Literature” at the Imperial University is said to have been
Akutagawa Rytinosuke. The Western concept of literature
was transplanted to Japan also through this sort of structure
of the curriculum in higher education. Meanwhile, when
one considers modern Japanese novels written in a style that
unified the written and spoken language, in one respect
this style was chosen as a style in which it would be possible
to translate modern Western novels. As a result of having
sought out Western themes, Western protagonists, and a
‘Western structure in ]apanese fictional expression, there
emerged the necessary Japanese vocabulary and methods of
expression. It was precisely for this reason that the Western
concept of literature spread in no time, and during the
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Taisho era there were written several histories of Meiji
literature that treated kanbun fiction as if it had never
existed.

(5) At a meeting of the Niigata Branch of the Musashi

University Alumni Association held at the hotel Italia Ken
in Niigata on October 21 (Sat.), 2017, Etd gave a lecture
titled “Higher Education and the Formation of Scholarship
in Modern Japan and Business Leaders: Touching on
Shibusawa Eiichi and Nezu Kaichird.” During the change of
government in Japan during the Bakumatsu and Restoration
period, the financial might of wealthy merchants and
farmers was quite considerable, and the Meiji government
could be said to have rebuilt a system based on a new
samurai class. Among those who acquired financial might
in this new age, there were some who started businesses and
then exercised their power in business circles. In this paper,
Eto took up the values that such business leaders displayed
when they became involved in education and examined how
the formation of scholarship from the Meiji to Taisho and
Showa eras was linked to the education, knowledge, and
experiences of business leaders who financially supported
schools. In particular, basing himself on a recognition that it
might be possible to verify differences in views of education
between the generation of those who studied at private
schools of Chinese learning and the subsequent generations
on the basis of the types and contents of the schools that
they established or in which they were involved and on
the basis of relevant utterances by them, Eto took up some
specific business leaders and explained about them.

(6) As for participation in study meetings held at other

universities or by other academic societies, at the 2017
Annual General Meeting and National Study Meeting of
the Japanese Association of College and University Archives
held at Aichi University on October 11-13, 2017, Hirasaki
participated in a study meeting on the 12th (Thurs.)
with the theme “Moves among Universities regarding the
Inauguration of New-System Universities.” His participation
was due to the suggestion of a staff member at St. Andrew’s
University’s Reference Room, which has been providing
assistance with on-site investigations and other matters. The
Japanese Association of College and University Archives
has been active for more than a quarter of a century and
provides a venue for institutions that have been established
in universities for the collection, preservation, utilization,
publication, and study of historical materials related to
universities. (It is divided into two branches, East Japan
and West Japan.) This meeting was held under the joint
auspices of the East and West branches, and papers were
presented by representatives from seven universities (Rikkyo
University, Nagoya University, Otani University, Meiji
University, Kumamoto University, Kanagawa University,
and Aichi University). In addition, participants visited Aichi
University’s Official Residence (former residence of the
commander of the 15th Division of the Imperial Army),
and the meeting ended with a general discussion. This was
an opportunity to hear about the current situation and
related issues regarding the investigation, preservation, and
utilization of historical materials at each university, and we
gained some instructive ideas. Further, being able to mingle
with representatives from other universities who attended on
the day was also valuable for furthering our investigations
and research in the future.
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f) Publications

(1) It is planned to bring together the papers presented at

the symposium “The Realities of Struggling Faculties
of Literature,” held in 2016, and the symposium “The
Current State of Faculties of Literature: Higher Education
in East Asia—Literature, Foreign Languages, and Classical
and Confucian Studies,” held in 2017, in a single volume
under the provisional title 7he Current State of Faculties
of Literature: Higher Education in East Asia— Literature,
Foreign Languages, and Classical and Confucian Studies, to be
published by Shintensha in March 2018.

(2) It is planned to publish 7The Analects in English (provisional

title) from Kenbunsha in February 2018.

(3) In connection with investigations related to the history of

modern schools and the history of education, which began
in fiscal 2016, Hirasaki wrote an article on Kokushikan
University, one of the institutions visited, which was
titled “The Establishment of Kokushikan and Its Times:
The Lineage of Private Schools, the Taisho Era, and the
Application of Learning” (forthcoming in Kokushikanshi
Kenkyii Nenpo: Figen 9, March 2018). This article examines
the position of Kokushikan in the history of modern schools
and the history of education from the three perspectives
of the treatment of private schools in the history of the
school system since the Meiji era, its relationship with
contemporary currents of thought such as Taishé new
education and Taisho vitalism, and the prehistory and
lineage of Kokushikan’s founding ideal of the “application
of learning.”

The research topic of the Modern Literature Section
continues to be “The Reception of Kanbun Studies in the
General Education of Men of Letters: With a Focus on
Natsume Soseki.” In order to clarify the realities of the
reception of Chinese learning by Natsume Séoseki, the main
focus of this research topic, in August I visited the Soseki
Collection at Tohoku University Library, which holds books
formerly belonging to Séseki, and conducted investigations of
notes found in books about Chinese learning. In the following
I wish to present some of my investigations and analysis.

Among the books about Chinese learning in the Soseki
Library, the greatest number of notes are found in the Lunyu
(with Zhu Xi’s commentary; 10 fascs. in 1 vol.). These notes
are wide-ranging, including reading marks, yomikudashi, and
word glosses. When compared with the notes confined to only
red reading marks that were added to the Chuci (with Zhu
Xi’s commentary; 8 fascs. in 2 vols.), which Séseki testifies
to having read when he was writing Grass Pillow (1907), the
notes added to the Lunyu are so numerous as to seem excessive.
Because I am unable to positively determine whether these
notes are by Soseki himself, judgement must be reserved, but
it may be supposed that they will provide a lead for considering
Soseki’s reception of the Lunyu, which is frequently mentioned
in his novels (I Am a Cat, The Gate, etc.). I hope to conduct
more detailed investigations in the future by comparing them,
for example, with Soscki’s handwriting.

Further, on the final page of Meiji Prose and Poetry (vols.
4348, June 1880) there is a note reading: “Among the few
works by Japanese that I have seen ...,/ I like only the writings
of Yasui Sokken./ They are old-fashioned and ...

characters.) It was known from surviving conversations and
so on that Soseki liked reading the writings of Yasui Sokken,
but his actual reception of him was not known. Meiji Prose and
Poetry is an anthology of Sinitic prose and poetry by Mishima
Chisha and other Japanese writers. It could be said that Soseki
grew fond of reading Sokken in the course of comparing the
writings of various Sinitic poets in a book taking the form of
an anthology. I hope to shed further light on his reception of

Sokken by examining in greater detail the contents and style of
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the writings of Sokken included in Meiji Prose and Poetry.

It was also found that Drafis of Chishi: Vol. 1 (1898) is
preserved in the Soseki Collection. This is a book that brings
together writings by Mishima Chiasha, the founder of Nisho
Gakusha. No notes have been added, but in view of the fact
that Soseki acquired it after having graduated from Nisho
Gakusha, it may perhaps be possible to point out that he had
some sort of interest in Nisho Gakusha and Chiasha. It has
been frequently pointed out in prior research too that it was
the year or so that Soseki studied at Nisho Gakusha, a private
school of Chinese learning, that played an important role in his
grounding in Chinese learning. For example, Sasaki Hideaki
writes, “In his mid-teens Kinnosuke would have possessed
not only skill in poetical imagination and expression, but also
considerable ability in kanbun itself.... As for where he received
this kind of ‘training’, it could not have been anywhere other
than Nisho Gakusha.” (Natsume Soseki: Because People Aren’t
Trains [Minerva Shobd, Dec. 2016]) But it can hardly be said
that the actualities of his “training” at Nisho Gakusha have
been clarified, and comments in prior research lack specificity.
Questions such as which textbooks Soseki read and how classes
were taught have been neglected. Soseki looked back on the
time when he was attending Nishé Gakusha in conversations
such as “Failure” (Chugaku Bungei 1/4, June 1906). I hope
to add more concrete detail to those parts that are unclear
from these conversations by supplementing them with the
testimonies of fellow students included in A One-Hundred
History of Nishi Gakusha (Nisho Gakusha, Oct. 1977) and
Sinitic prose and poetry by fellow students included in the
magazine Nisho Gakusha Gakugei Zasshi (nos. 1-4, Nov. 1881
— March 1882).

Report for Fiscal 2017

Under the leadership of Mito Hidenori, chairman of the
board of directors, Nishogakusha University, which celebrated
the 140th anniversary of its founding on October 10, 2017,
is engaged in various initiatives with the aim of evolving
and developing still further as an educational and research
institution. In particular, research on Japanese kanbun studies,
of which this project is a prime example, is one of its core
initiatives and aims to examine the significance that the
study and teaching of kanbun have had for the formation of
“knowledge,” character building, and the formation of social
order in Japan while interacting with social and political
conditions, the education system, and so on in each period.

In fiscal 2017, the third year of the research project “The
Formation of ‘Knowledge’ in Modern Japan through Kanbun
Studies,” a MEXT-Supported Program for the Strategic
Research Foundation at Private Universities (SRF), we engaged

chiefly in the following activities.

Section Research Activities

Under the direction of each section head, the Mishima
Chasht Study Group and Yamada Hokoku Study Group
held seven meetings and the Kanbun Textbooks Study Group
held two meetings. The Yamada Hokoku Study Group read
the “Moshi Yoki-sho wakumon zukai,” composed by Hokoku
in his later years, and seven papers on Mishima Chasha and
Nisho Gakusha were presented at meetings of the Mishima
Chasha Study Group. The Kanbun Textbooks Study Group
undertook research that may involve applying for a grant-in-aid

for scientific research.

Symposiums, etc.
By holding the following symposiums, efforts were made
to build and develop international networks with research

institutions in Japan and abroad.

Advancement and Development of Kanbun Instruction

A noteworthy achievement was that a student who had been
involved in this project as a research assistant from 2015 to
2017 obtained a doctorate in Japanese kanbun studies, a degree
that was newly established in fiscal 2017.

Opverseas, following on from last year, an advanced kanbun
seminar on Japanese kanbun studies was held for nine days
in August for Japanese teachers at Chinese universities in
cooperation with Professor Wang Baoping (program member)
of Zhejiang Gongshang University. In addition, other seminars
are being held as appropriate in Europe and China, and as a
result of such initiatives, when compared with when the project
began, there has been a definite increase in overseas graduate
students majoring in Japanese kanbun studies who are coming
to study at Nishogakusha University.

Within Japan, following on from last year, we held open
lectures on Sinitic prose and poetry for high school teachers
and young academics, with 41 participants. In particular, the
number of high school teachers who attended increased from
three to eight.
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Initiatives for training personnel in the field of Japanese
kanbun studies both in Japan and abroad are steadily

producing results.

Investigations of Materials

We continued to investigate and sort through materials such
as those formerly belonging to Yoshino Kinryd (donated), Kato
Ten'en (deposited), and Katé Fukusai (purchased), and as well
as making the results public at exhibitions in Nishogakusha
University’s exhibition room, we also published an exhibition
catalogue titled Exhibition of Newly Acquired Materials: Aspects
of Modern Japanese Kanbun Studies.

As well, following on from the previous year, we sent
investigators to France to carry out investigations of materials
formerly belonging to Léon de Rosny and now held by Lille
City Library.

Further, I conducted investigations of a memorial stele
recording the development of the Ogasawara Islands in the
Ogasawara Islands, which were brought under Japanese control
in the Meiji era, and published my findings in an article.

Databases

We collected, sorted, investigated, and digitized kanbun
materials, restored them when necessary, and made
preparations for constructing various databases and making
them publicly accessible. During the current fiscal year we
broadened our scope from published books and manuscripts to
letters and hanging scrolls with calligraphy and made progress
with their digitization.

Publications

Following on from Sawai Joshird’s Keigakusha Hiraga
Shinmin sensei, published in the previous year, in October we
published Kakimura Shigematsu’s Shonan zasso as the second
volume of Collected Materials on Modern Japanese Kanbun
Studies. A collection of essays titled Sdseki in the Kanbun
Context, based on a symposium held in March by the Modern
Literature Section, was published, as was the above-mentioned
Exhibition of Newly Acquired Materials: Aspects of Modern
Japanese Kanbun Studies and also A Biographical Dictionary
of Japanese Physicians: Utsuki Kondai’s “Nihon Ifu,” the latter
of which was published jointly with the Japan Association of
Inner Scripture Medicine and the Medical History Research
Department at Kitasato University Oriental Medicine
Research Center.

One has a real sense that after three years this project’s
research activities, which began in fiscal 2015, are coming to
fruition in the form of concrete achievements.

The project’s achievements up until March 2017 were
brought together in an “Interim Report.”
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Plans for Fiscal 2018

The main focus of the overall plans for fiscal 2018 will
be to receive an external assessment by external assessors on
the basis of an “Interim Report” summarizing the projects
contents over three years, and then to put together a “Research
Progress Report” reflecting this assessment and submit it to
the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Technology and

Science. Our activity plans are as follows.

Section Research Activities

Following on from last year, we will conduct research
centred on study groups such as the Mishima Chasha, Yamada
Hokoku, Private Schools of Chinese Learning, and Kanbun
Textbooks Study Groups under the direction of each section
head. In addition, in fiscal 2018 it is planned to hold meetings
of the Okochi Documents Study Group every second week.

Symposiums, etc.

Symposiums will be held jointly with universities and related
organizations in Japan and abroad, and personal exchange
among researchers will be fostered. Currently it is planned to
hold the following symposiums: symposium to be cohosted
by the SRF and the Japan Association of Inner Scripture
Medicine (April, Nishogakusha University); workshop to be
cohosted by the SRF and Academia Sinica (July, Nishogakusha
University); 2nd Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars
of Chinese Learning (Aug., Niigata or Nishogakusha
University); symposium to be cohosted by the SRF and City
University of Hong Kong (Sept., City University of Hong
Kong); symposium to be cohosted by the SRF and Lille
University (Oct., Lille University); symposium to be cohosted
with Zhejiang University (Dec., Nishogakusha University);
and symposium to be cohosted with the Shibusawa Eiichi
Memorial Foundation (Jan., Kurashiki).

Advancement and Development of Kanbun Instruction

In fiscal 2018 we will again hold a kanbun seminar for
Japanese teachers at Chinese universities, which has been held
since 2016, with program member Professor Wang Baoping
taking the lead. We will also continue to hold open lectures
on Sinitic prose and poetry for high school teachers and young
academics in Japan. In fiscal 2018 we will increase the number

of lecturers by three and adopt the form of relay lectures.

Investigations of Materials

We will continue to investigate and sort through materials
related to Mishima Chasha (Nishogakusha University’s
founder), Yoshino Kinryd, Katd Ten’en, Kato Fukusai, etc.,
and the results of these investigations will be made public
from time to time at exhibitions in Nishogakusha University’s
exhibition room. In addition, in fiscal 2018 we will undertake
investigations of and research on materials related to Onuma
Chinzan and Sakuma Shunsai, which are expected to be

Yoki-sho wakumon zukai,” composed by Hokoku in his later
years, and research findings will be presented at meetings of
the Mishima Chasha Study Group. It is planned to publish
our findings in Mishima Chiishii Studies and other journals.

3. Investigations of Related Institutions and Materials
Section members will undertake investigations, collect
materials, and present findings related to their respective fields

Report on Activities for Fiscal 2017

With regard to on-site investigations of private schools
of Chinese learning (including historical sites) and the
preparation of a list, which we have been conducting since
fiscal 2015, during the current year we progressively narrowed
down the topic of our research to the study of secondary
education, with a focus on the middle of the Meiji era. By
doing so, we were able to bring together our findings in the
form of papers and lectures at an international symposium and
a workshop (6 and 7 under “Papers, Reports, and Lectures”
below).

Next, with regard to investigations related to the history
of schools, which we have been conducting since fiscal
2016, during the current year we visited Narita High School
and Affiliated Middle School, Tohoku Gakuin’s Historical
Resource Centre, and Kokushikan’s Reference Room. We were
able to carry out activities that also encompassed the building
of personal networks, as well as viewing and photographing
(prewar) textbooks, curricula vitae of teaching staff, and
original source materials used in school histories held by
each school and preparing catalogues. Among these on-site
investigations, those carried out at Narita High School and
Affiliated Middle School bore fruit in a paper presented at
the Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning (3 under “Papers, Reports, and Lectures” below),
while the investigations in Kokushikan’s Reference Room were
brought together in an article (9 under “Papers, Reports, and
Lectures” below).

In addition, our on-site investigations acted as a catalyst for
our participation in study meetings held at other universities
and by other academic societies. At the 2017 Annual General
Meeting and National Study Meeting of the Japanese
Association of College and University Archives held at Aichi
University on October 11-13, 2017, Hirasaki participated
in a study meeting on the 12th (Thurs.). As a result of his
participation, contact was deepened with schools that had

responded to our questionnaire and new relationships were
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formed with other educational institutions, and this led to the
further development of a network of personal contacts.

As for the collection and sorting of copies of a magazine for
examination candidates (Keisetsu Jidai), we continued to collect
new materials.

There follows a report on papers, books, articles, and other

achievements.

[Papers, Reports, and Lectures]

symposium was the East Asian version of the symposium
“The Realities of Struggling Faculties of Literature”
(hosted by the Faculty of Literature, Nishogakusha
University, and held at Nishogakusha University on Oct.
15, 2016).

2 Hirasaki presented a paper titled “On ‘Orthography’ in
Modern ‘Japan’ The Aspiration to Overcome ‘Chinese
Characters’ and Its Context” at the “Session for the
Presentation of Papers by the Next Generation” held on
the same day as the above symposium.

3 Hirasaki presented a paper titled “A Case Report of
On-Site Investigations by the Education Section: With
a Focus on Narita High School” at the Conference
on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning
(cohosted by Nishogakusha University’s SRF and the
Research Institute of Chinese Old Book Culture at
Waseda University and held at Nishogakusha University
on July 29, 2017). This paper was presented as part of
“Reports on Investigations of Materials Related to Private
Schools of Chinese Learning Conducted by the SRF
Project” in Part 2, “The Present State of and Issues for
Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning,” and
it represented one of the results of our investigations into
the history of schools, which we have been conducting
since fiscal 2016.

4 FEto presented a paper titled “The Modernization of
‘Literature> With Reference to the Concept of Literature
and the Works of Akutagawa Ryanosuke (ca. 1900)”
at the conference “About the Teaching and Study of
‘Kanbun Studies’ in Modern Japan—Systems, Research,
and Literary Arts” (cohosted by Nishogakusha
University’s SRF and Dalian University and held at
Dalian University, China, on Sept. 16, 2017).

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and Thought” (cohosted by Nishogakusha University’s
SRF, Beijing International Studies University, and Pusan

Studies University, China, on Nov. 5, 2017).

Activity Plans for Fiscal 2018

In fiscal 2018 we will continue and add depth to
investigations conducted up until the previous year and will
also consider bringing together concrete results in a way that
encompasses each of the investigations.

We will continue to conduct investigations related to
private schools of Chinese learning, and in fiscal 2018, taking
our hitherto investigations into account, we will undertake
concrete inquiries from the perspective of research on
secondary education from the mid-Meiji era, with a focus on
continuities and discontinuities with private schools of Chinese
learning. “Secondary education” is here centred specifically on
private schools, and with regard to the position and influence
of Chinese learning under the modern education system we
will delve into not only educational circles but also related
fields and areas (one example being business circles, on which
we made a start in the previous year).

As regards investigations into the history of schools, we are
considering adding depth to the investigation and analysis of
individual cases among the investigations conducted up until

the previous year. Among hitherto on-site investigations, we
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have come across some interesting cases, such as schools where
graduates of Nishogakusha University taught (Kanbun teacher
at Tohoku Gakuin) and the discovery of hitherto unknown
materials (morals textbook at St. Andrew’s University). In the
current fiscal year (and perhaps also into the next fiscal year)
we hope to conduct investigations focusing on these individual
cases.

As regards the collection and sorting of copies of a
magazine for examination candidates (Keisetsu Jidai), as well
as continuing to collect new materials, we are considering
collecting other materials in which connections to this subject
can be found, such as A Guide to Studying in Tokyo.

It is also planned to hold another Conference on Memorial
Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning, first held in the
previous year. Taking into account issues made visible at the
previous conference, and in order to find ways to build a
network of memorial halls for scholars of Chinese learning
and equivalent facilities, we hope to undertake an investigation
into the number of such memorial halls scattered throughout
the country and to make concrete preparations for holding a
second conference.

It is also envisioned that section members will publish
in accordance with their respective interests findings about
relevant research topics that arise in the course of undertaking

various investigations.
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Report on Activities for Fiscal 2017

The research topic of the Modern Literature Section is “The
Reception of Kanbun Studies in the General Education of Men
of Letters: With a Focus on Natsume Soseki,” and carrying on
from the findings of previous years, we continued our research
activities.

With regard to Natsume Soseki, we published a collection
of essays based on a symposium held on March 11-12, 2017:
Yamaguchi Tadayoshi, ed., Sdseki in the Kanbun Context
(Kanrin Shobé, March 2018). This volume consists of the
following eight essays (subtitles omitted): Saitd6 Mareshi,
“Soseki and Sinitic Prose and Poetry”; Kitagawa Fukiko,
“From “Writing’ to ‘Fiction™; Géyama Rintaré, “How Have
Séseki’s Sinitic Poems Been Evaluated and Understood?”;
Makizumi Etsuko, “Natsume Soseki’s Refinement”; Noami
Mariko, “The Genesis of Soscki’s Literature” Yamaguchi
Tadayoshi, “The Kanbun Context in ‘Friendship’”; Abe
Kazumasa, “Soseki at a Private School of Chinese Learning’
Kidoura Toyokazu, “Natsume Soseki’s Literary Theory of
“Taste”™; and Fujimoto Akitsugu, “Natsume Soseki’s Perception
of Zen and the Zenmon Higoshi.” This was the first collection
of essays to focus on Soseki’s reception of Kanbun studies, and
insofar that it showed that the influence of Kanbun studies
was not limited to his early writings and extended to ideas and
modes of expression in his later fiction, it may be considered to
have raised the level of Soseki studies.

With regard to Onishi Kyojin, the other pillar of our
research activities, we published an interim report on our
investigations of his library: Yamaguchi Tadayoshi, ed., Onishi
Kyojin: Literature and Revolution (Kanrin Shobd, March 2018).
Part II, “The Microcosmos of a Revolutionary Intellect: The
World of Onishi Kyojin’s Library,” includes “Onishi Kyojin’s
Library: The Course of Investigations and an Outline of His
Library” and “Explanatory Remarks on Important Books
in Onishi Kyojin's Library” (one of the writers of these was
research assistant Abe Kazumasa). The latter describes with
photographs several dozen books that have a great number
of marginal notes, such as the Tanomura Chikuden zenshi.
This volume, which also contains eleven essays, including

Yamaguchi Tadayoshi, “The Sublated Individual: The Style of
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Onishi Kyojin’s Shin'en,” as well as “A Bibliography of Onishi
Kyojin” compiled by Saité Hideaki, will form the basis of
future literary research on Onishi Kyojin and could be said
to be valuable in that it succeeds in showing in concrete terms
the reception of Kanbun studies by a modern writer. Together
with Ishibashi Masataka and Hashimoto Ayumi, Yamaguchi
also brought together Onishi’s critical essays not included in
other books under the title A Synthesist of History: A Collection
of Onishi Kyojin's Unpublished Critical Writings (Nov. 2017).
The significance of this collection was explained in detail at a
JUNKU Talk Session on “What Is a Synthesist of History?”
(Nov. 10, 2017), sponsored by the Association for Studies of
Culture and Representation.

Yang Shuang (research assistant) continued his research into
Yoda Gakkai’s Kanbun-style novels and published “Who Is
the Writer of Kanbun Vernacular Novels ‘Shafa Dgjin’?: One
Aspect of Yoda Gakkai’s Creative Activities” (Jinbun Ronso,
Oct. 2017). He also completed his thesis titled “A Study of
Yoda Gakkai: With a Focus on Kanbun-style Novels” and
obtained a doctorate (in literature) (March 2018). In addition
to his essay included in the above-mentioned Séseki in the
Kanbun Context, Abe Kazumasa (research assistant) presented
a paper titled “Increasingly Introverted ‘Men of Letters: The
Nature of Speeches and Writing in Nowaki” at a conference
of the Association for the Study of Japanese Language and
Literature (June 4, 2017).

In addition, Yamaguchi Tadayoshi and Abe Kazumasa
continued investigations of Chinese books in the Soseki
Collection at Tohoku University Library. Yamaguchi also
carried out investigations of the book collections of local
figures held by Niigata Prefectural Library, examining the
writings of Kanbun scholars associated with Niigata, such as
the Nezu Collection, and probed the realities of the writing of

Sinitic prose and poetry in the regions.

Activity Plans for Fiscal 2018

We will continue research on “The Reception of Kanbun
Studies in the General Education of Men of Letters: With a
Focus on Natsume Soseki,” the research topic of the Modern
Literature Section.

With regard to Natsume Soseki, and following on from
the collection of essays Soseki in the Kanbun Context
(Kanrin Shobs, March 2018), we will tackle some hitherto
unexamined issues. Yamaguchi Tadayoshi will examine the
role of the Kanbun context in early works such as 7 Am a Car
and Grass Pillow and also in critical writings such as Essays
on Literature. In addition, Abe will consider changes in the
image of intellectuals in Saseki’s writings through an analysis
of The Two Hundred and Tenth Day and so on and trace the
process whereby the framework of his novels was reworked.
At the same time, we will conduct investigations of the Soseki
Collection at Tohoku University Library. We will check traces
of connections with Chinese books, which have not attracted
much attention in the past, and explore links with his fiction.
We will also carry out an investigation of materials in Natsume

Soseki’s own hand held by Nishogakusha University. We will
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undertake a comparison with contemporaneous students at
Nisho Gakusha and endeavour, for example, to shed light on
the twin aspects of the contemporaneity and peculiarities of
Soseki’s Sinitic poems.

With regard to Onishi Kyojin, we aim to complete the
investigation of his library and put together a catalogue. In
fiscal 2017 we were able to more or less complete the inputting
of data about approximately 11,000 books, journals, and
related materials. During fiscal 2018, it is planned to transfer
Onishi Kyojin’s library from a classroom at Nishégakusha
University’s Kashiwa Campus, where it has been temporarily
stored, to the Resource Centre attached to the University
Library. After having checked the inputted data against
the actual books and so on, we will produce a catalogue
so that the materials can be utilized at their new storage
site. It is planned to produce two catalogues, one in book
form, recording basic bibliographical information, and the
other in digital form, giving details of marginal notes, etc.
In addition, together with Ishibashi Masataka, Sugiyama
Takehiro, and Hashimoto Ayumi, we will undertake the task
of transcribing the correspondence between Onishi Kyojin
and Nakano Shigeharu. Onishi and Nakano kept in contact
from the second half of the 1940s until Nakano died in 1979,
and they exchanged more than 150 letters. We will proceed
with the task of transcribing these letters, which include an
exchange of views about Tanomura Chikuden, and adding
notes. Taking the results of these investigations into account,
Yamaguchi intends to write a study of the significance of
Onishi Kyojin’s reception of Tanomura Chikuden and changes
in the consciousness of intellectuals.

With regard to other men of letters, we will undertake
research on Tayama Katai and Chikamatsu Shaké. Izuhara
juno (research assistant) will be in charge of research on
Tayama Katai and will examine the actualities of his early
composition of Sinitic poems, which have been overlooked in
the past, as well as examining their role in Katai’s writings,
including connections with his travel writing. Yamaguchi
will be in charge of research on Shaké and will undertake
an investigation into his studies at Nisho Gakusha, as well as
clarifying the formation of his historical awareness, which is
linked to his writing of political novels in his later years.

Yamaguchi and Izuhara will also investigate the vicissitudes
of columns for original Sinitic poems in regional newspapers.
Focusing on newspapers such as Niigata Shinbun and Niigata
Mainichi Shinbun held by Niigata Prefectural Library and
Twate Nippo and lwate Mainichi Shinbun held by Iwate
Prefectural Library, they will trace how columns for original
Sinitic poetry developed and declined in regional newspapers
from the second half of the 1800s to the 1940s. At the same
time, this will also become a task that enables us to visualize
the background to the formation of the general education of
modern writers. Actively incorporating the findings of other
sections, we hope to show in a multifaceted way that the
reception of “knowledge” in the form of Kanbun studies was

something eminently intrinsic to men of letters.

Symposiums, etc.

The East Asia Section was associated with the following

symposiums, etc., held in fiscal 2017.

(1) June 25 (Sun.), symposium titled “Developments in Yijing
Studies and the Modern Age: Putting the Yijing to Use
in the Present Day,” hosted by the Japan Association
of Yijing Studies together with the SRF; venue:
Nishogakusha University.

(2) Aug. 21 (Mon.) — 30 (Wed.), advanced seminar on Japanese
kanbun studies cohosted by the SRF and Zhejiang
Gongshang University; venue: Zhejiang Gongshang
University.

(3) Oct. 28 (Sat.) — 29 (Sun.), 2nd International Conference of
the East Asian Consortium of Japanese Studies; venue:
Nankai University.

(4) Nov. 5 (Sun.), international symposium titled “Images,
Textbooks, and Chinese Writing: Media, Literature, and
Thought,” cohosted by the SRF, Beijing International
Studies University, and Pusan National University; venue:

Promotion of Research on Written Conversations

On Nov. 18 (Sat.) — 19 (Sun.), a symposium on “The Study
of Written Conversations in East Asia” was held jointly with
the research project on written conversations in East Asia
headed by Professor Wang Yong of Zhejiang University (venue:
Zhejiang University).
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We are also planning to launch a study group for reading
the Okéchi Documents, using as our text Materials on Sino-
Japanese Written Conversations of the Late Qing Held in Japan:
The Okichi Documents, published by Professor Wang Baoping
of Zhejiang Gongshang University, and we are calling for

participants.

Investigations of Materials

Manuscripts related to a memorial stele recording the
development of the Ogasawara Islands were found in the
literary remains of Katayama Yiazon, which were purchased
by the SRF, and prompted by this discovery we conducted
on-site investigations of the stele at Ogiura on the island of
Chichijima in the Ogasawara Islands on Aug. 9 (Wed.) — 14
(Mon.). As a result of these investigations and an examination
and study of Katayama Yuzon’s literary remains the hitherto
unknown circumstances behind the establishment of this stele
were ascertained, and it became clear how the text’s author
Katayama Yazon and associated kanbun scholars were involved
in the composition of the stele’s text. For further details,
reference should be made to my article in the special 100th
commemorative issue of Nishogakusha Daigaku Jinbun Ronso
(March 2018).

Academic Exchange Meetings

On Sept. 21 (Thurs.), we held an academic exchange
meeting with visitors from Sungkyunkwan University in
Korea. Three papers were presented by six researchers from
Sungkyunkwan University, while from our side graduate
student Suzuoki Takuya presented a paper on “The History of
Nishogakusha University and Its Collection of Materials” and
I presented a paper on “Kanbun Studies in Modern Japan and
East Asia.”

On Sept. 22 (Fri.), we held an academic exchange meeting
with researchers from Zhengzhou University in China.
Three papers were presented by four visitors from Zhengzhou
University, while from our side Professor Makizumi Etsuko
presented a paper on “The Wenxuan in the History of Chinese
Literature” and I gave a presentation on the SRF’s activities.

Further, on Jan. 15 (Mon.) we held an academic exchange
meeting with researchers from Dankook University in Korea
and Beijing Normal University. One person each from
Dankook University and Beijing Normal University and two
people from Nishogakusha University presented papers.

Academic exchange with predominantly East Asian
researchers has become more frequent through the further
development of the SRF, and having completed the third
year of activities, the building of an international research
network, one of the SRF’s three pillars, is taking concrete
shape and steadily producing results, such as the conclusion
of exchange agreements with Pusan National University and
Ludong University and the conclusion of a memorandum on

research projects with Sungkyunkwan University.
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Activity Plans for Fiscal 2018

Following on from the previous year, the activities of the
East Asia Section will involve the holding of symposiums, etc.,

the promotion of research on written conversations, and so on.

Symposiums, etc.

It is planned to hold the following symposiums, etc.:
papers at panels of the conference of the Society for Cultural
Interaction in East Asia (May, City University of Hong Kong);
workshop on “The Dissemination and Circulation of Kanbun
Culture in East Asia,” to be cohosted with Academia Sinica
(July, Nishogakusha University); symposium on “The Scope
of Japanese Kanbun Studies in East Asia,” to be cohosted with
City University of Hong Kong (Sept., City University of Hong
Kong); papers at panels of the annual conference of the East
Asian Consortium of Japanese Studies (Oct., International
Research Center for Japanese Studies); symposium on “Written
Conversations in East Asia,” to be cohosted with Zhejiang
University (Dec., Nishogakusha University); and symposium
to be cohosted with National Taiwan University and Chinese
Culture University (date to be decided).

The advanced seminar on Japanese kanbun studies that has
been held jointly with Zhejiang Gongshang University since
2016 will be held again this year.

Research on Written Conversations

We will launch a study group, to be convened every second
week, for reading the Okéchi Documents, the voluminous
records of written conversations with Chinese left by Okochi
Teruna (1848-82), the last lord of Takasaki domain, using
as our text Wang Baoping, ed., Materials on Sino-Japanese
Written Conversations of the Late Qing Held in Japan: The
Okachi Documents. It is anticipated that about ten people will
take part, including Saté Tamotsu (adviser to the Incorporated
Educational Institution Nisho Gakusha), Nishogakusha
University graduate students, and researchers from outside the
university.

In addition, requests for cooperation in Chinese projects
pertaining to the collection of Chinese books and large-scale
publications have been increasing since the inauguration of
the SRF, and we hope to give greater priority to responding to
these requests in fiscal 2018.

1. The Maria Luz Incident

The Maria Luz incident involved the Peruvian sailing ship
Maria Luz, carrying more than 230 Chinese coolies, which,
after its mast had been damaged in a storm en route from
Macao in China to Callao in Peru, sailed into Yokohama
harbour for repairs on July 9, 1872, whereupon a trade in
Chinese coolies (or slave trade) came to light.

The incident began when, on July 13, one of the coolies
jumped overboard and was rescued by a British warship, and
as a result of his testimony the suspicion arose that the Maria
Luz was a slave ship. It was decided to settle the matter in
court, but because trials in Japan involving other countries
were at the time normally governed by the system of consular
jurisdiction, according to which the consul of the country of
which the foreigner in question was a national had jurisdiction
over his case, there arose a storm of protest both in Japan and
overseas against Japan’s involvement in this matter. But on the
advice of the acting British minister, Foreign Minister Soejima
Taneomi and Oe Taku, a prefectural councillor of Kanagawa
prefecture, decided to hold a trial based on international law.
A court was set up at Kanagawa prefectural office on August
7, with Oe Taku, who had been promoted to assistant governor
of Kanagawa prefecture, acting as presiding judge, and the
interrogation of the coolies who had escaped and Captain
Herrera of the Maria Luz began. All of the Chinese coolies
were questioned, and on August 30 the court’s decision was
handed down and the coolies were ordered to be released. This
was the first Maria Luz trial.

Subsequently the Maria Luz incident was contested on two
further occasions in court and through arbitration. At the
second hearing, on September 16, the Peruvian government
sought the fulfilment of the Chinese coolies’ contracts, and the
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hearing was concluded on September 27, with a declaration of
the invalidity of the contract and the legitimacy of the trial.
The coolies were then handed over on October 15 to a special
envoy of the Chinese government and were repatriated.

The third hearing came about when on March 31 of the
following year Peru demanded compensation for damages
from Japan. Japan and Peru agreed to submit to arbitration by
the Russian tsar, and eventually on May 29, 1875, he ruled that

the Japanese government had no liability.

2. Banners Inscribed with Chinese Poems

At the time when this incident occurred, no Chinese consul
or other diplomatic envoy was permanently stationed in
Japan to protect the rights and interests of Chinese in Japan.
However, the Sino-Japanese Friendship and Trade Treaty had
been signed the previous year, in July 1871, by Date Munenari
and Li Hongzhang, and so China was not a country with
which Japan had not signed any treaty. But whereas Japan
had responded promptly by opening a legation in Peking
in 1872, the Chinese government had been quite slow in its
response, finally establishing a legation in Japan at the end of
1877. During this time it was private organizations formed
by Chinese living in Japan that acted in lieu of diplomatic
representatives, and in the present case it was the Yokohama
Chinese Association that did so.

When the Maria Luz trial began, members of the
Yokohama Chinese Association watched developments with
bated breath. As described above, the trial was brought to a
satisfactory conclusion in a relatively short period of time,
with the coolies being released. Members of the Chinese
Association accordingly decided to present Soejima Taneomi
and Oe Taku, who had resolutely pressed forward with the
trial under the watchful gaze of Western powers, with large
banners inscribed in gold with Chinese prose and poems
to express their gratitude and admiration. The two banners
presented to Soejima and Oe were inscribed with exactly the
same prose piece and poems—33 poems by eight poets and
a panegyric in parallel prose—but the banner presented to
Oe was slightly larger and its design was more elaborate. This
clear difference was probably an expression of a deeper sense of
gratitude towards Oe, who had been responsible for the actual
proceedings of the difficult trial.
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On April 30 (Mon.), 2018, the symposium “The Lineage
of the Study of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor and
Instruction in Chinese Learning” was held at Nishogakusha
University’s Kudan Campus. The Inner Scripture of the Yellow
Emperor is considered to have been compiled in China during
the Former Han dynasty, and Professor Machi Senjurd, SRF
lead researcher, explained the aim of the symposium in the
following terms: “In the course of Japan’s modernization
during the past two hundred years, ‘Chinese learning’ did not
simply go into decline, and while providing the foundations for
the introduction of “Western learning’ or else contributing to
the formation of national consciousness, it has passed through
changes and reorganization in scholarship and education
down to the present day, and this system of scholarship and
education has also exerted influence on the countries of East
Asia. This state of affairs may be assumed to have been the
same also in a field such as medicine, which is considered
to have made a clear-cut switch from Chinese learning to
Western learning.” As is indicated by these words, in order
to understand “Chinese learning” (or kanbun studies) more
objectively, taking into account its relationship with “Western
learning,” which grew and flourished from the modern
period onwards, one cannot disregard historical changes in
instruction in Chinese learning in the field of medicine. This
symposium was accordingly held with the aim of examining
the present state of and issues for traditional scholarship in
East Asia by focusing on the scholarly lineage of the Inner
Seripture of the Yellow Emperor, which is regarded as a classic of
East Asian medicine and has been read throughout the ages in
many countries of Asia, and essaying a historical review of this
lineage.

The symposium consisted to two parts. In Part 1, keynote
lectures were given by a Japanese and a Chinese researcher,
and Part 2 consisted of a symposium on the subject of “The
History and Present State of the Study of the lnner Scripture of
the Yellow Emperor.”

In the keynote lectures in Part 1, Huang Longxiang (head
of China Academy of Chinese Medical Sciences) gave a lecture
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titled “Blood and Pneuma: The Secret Keys to Opening
the Door to the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor,” in
which he analyzed the contents of the Inner Scripture of the
Yellow Emperor from an overall perspective and showed that
an understanding of “blood and pneuma” is indispensable
for gaining a structural grasp of it. Kosoto Hiroshi (visiting
professor, Kitasato University), in a lecture titled “The
Reception of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor and
Its Vicissitudes in Japan,” discussed historical changes in the
reception, publication, and study of the Inner Scripture of the
Yellow Emperor in Japan from the Asuka and Nara periods
down to the Edo period and Meiji era.

In the symposium on “The History and Present State of
the Study of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor” in Part
2, Saitd Munenori (specially appointed associate professor,
Meiji University of Integrative Medicine), in a paper on
“The History of the Study of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow
Emperor in China and the Current State of Its Teaching,”
reported on the beginnings of the modern study of the nner
Scripture of the Yellow Emperor in China and various directions
being taken in its study today. He was followed by Machi
Senjurd (professor, Faculty of Literature, Nishogakusha
University), who presented a paper on “Sino-Japanese
Exchange in Medical Books in the Meiji Era,” in which he
discussed Sino-Japanese exchange through the medium of
medical books in the Meiji to Showa eras. Lastly, Miyakawa
Koya (president, Japan Association of Inner Scripture
Medicine), in a paper on “The Growth and Spread of the
Study of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor in Modern
Japan,” made some proposals about future prospects for the
study of the Inner Scripture of the Yellow Emperor, taking into
account books about it published since the Showa era.

This symposium was attended by 204 people from
throughout Japan, mainly researchers and acumoxa clinicians.
It is hoped that it will have contributed to the future
development and growth of the study of the Inner Scripture of
the Yellow Emperor through collaboration between the fields of
kanbun studies and the history of medicine.
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On Nov. 5 (Sun.), 2017, an international symposium
cohosted by Nishogakusha University’s SRF, Beijing
International Studies University, and Pusan National
University was held at Beijing International Studies University.
Nishogakusha University was represented by SRF program
members Professors Machi Senjuré and Makizumi Etsuko,
SREF research fellow Shang Zhaoqi, and myself.

The aim of this symposium was to examine the current state
and trajectory of the influence that “images,” “textbooks,” and
“Chinese writing” as forms of media have had on expressive
culture in East Asia and thereby consider the relationship
between media and expressive culture and the reception of
literature and thought in the East Asian Sinographic cultural
sphere. The program was as follows:

Section 1: “Images” and Literature

Section 2: “Textbooks” and Literature

Section 3: “Chinese Writing” and Literature and Thought
Summing Up

* “Textbooks and Kanbun in Modern Japan” (Machi)

* “The Study of Chinese Classics in Modern Japan and
Kanbun: From Kundoku to Ondoku” (Makizumi)

e “How the Zhuzi Yulei Has Been Read: From a
Rudimentary Comparison of Japan and China” (Shang)

I presented a paper on “The History of Japanese Animation
and East Asia.”

Then, on Nov. 7 (Tues.), the international conference “The
Contemporaneity of Confucian Studies and Reconstructing
the East Asian Cultural Sphere,” hosted by the Northwest
Asia Research Institute at Ludong University together
with Nishogakusha University’s SRF, was held at Ludong
University. Nishogakusha University was represented by the
same people mentioned above.

* Paper: “Past and Present in Kanbun Studies in Japan”
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On May 12-15, 2018, the 10th annual meeting of the
Society for Cultural Interaction in East Asia (SCIEA) was held
at City University of Hong Kong.

Since the first meeting of the SCIEA was held at Kansai
University in 2009, annual meetings have been held in mid-
May, and this year the annual meeting was held at City
University of Hong Kong, five years since the 5th annual
meeting was held there in 2013. The venues and themes of

annual meetings until now are as follows:

Ist (2009): Kansai University (Osaka), “New Approaches to
Pluralistic Cultural Interaction.”

2nd (2010): National Taiwan University (Taipei, Taiwan),
“Exchange and Interaction in East Asian Culture.”

3rd (2011): Huazhong Normal University (Wuhan, China),
“The 1911 Revolution and Asia.”

4th (2012): Korea University (Seoul, Korea), “Disasters and
East Asia.”

5th (2013): City University of Hong Kong (Hong Kong),
“Depicting a New World: East Asia’s History and Culture
and the Future.”

6th (2014): Fudan University (Shanghai, China), “The
Production, Planning, and Circulation of Knowledge in
East Asia and Its Influence.”

7th (2015): Kaiseimachi (Kanagawa), “Responsibility for
a Cooperative ‘East Asian Era» A Cultural Interaction
Approach.”

8th (2016): Kansai University (Osaka), “A New Path for
East Asian Cultural Interaction Studies.”

9th (2017): Beijing Foreign Studies University (Beijing,
China), “A Global Perspective on the Past and the
Movement of Knowledge in East Asia.”

10th (2018): City University of Hong Kong (Hong
Kong), “Maritime East Asia: Network, Exchanges, and
Mobilities.”
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We now wish to review this year’s annual meeting.

On the morning of the 12th the opening ceremony
was held, followed by keynote lectures (Zheng Zhenman
[professor, Xiamen University], “The International Network
in Inscriptions of Hokkien Temples,” and Kim Moonkyong
[professor, Tsurumi University], “The Evolution of the Ershisi
Xiao [The Twenty-four Filial Exemplars] and Their Diffusion
in East Asia”) and commemorative photographs. In the
afternoon papers were presented at various panels.

Mathias Vigouroux (lecturer, Nishogakusha University)
presented a paper titled “Human Mobility and Medical
Knowledge in Early Modern East Asia” at Panel 1,
“Modernity in East Asia 1,” and Machi presented a paper titled
“Modernization and Instruction in Kanbun Studies: Shibusawa
Eichi and Fukuzawa Yukichi” at Panel 2, “The Education of
the Promoters of Modernization 1.” Machi then attended Panel
7, “The Education of the Promoters of Modernization 2,” and
participated in the question-and-answer session.

On the afternoon of the 13th, Machi chaired Panel 23,
“Modern States and Sinology: State Systems, External
Knowledge, and Teaching,” and Kawabe presented a paper
titled “On Kato Toranosuke: With a Focus on His Lectures
in the Emperor’s Presence and His Perceptions of the Outside
World.” On the basis of materials relating to Katé Toranosuke
(pen name: Ten’en) that had been deposited by the Kato
family with Nishogakusha University in recent years, Kawabe
discussed Katd’s studies at Hiroshima Higher Normal School,
his roles in the Imperial Household Ministry (lecturer to the
emperor, special consultant), and his perceptions of other
countries. At the same panel papers were also presented by Lan
Hung-yueh (National Chiao Tung University, Taiwan), who
had previously been a COE research assistant at Nishogakusha
University, and Park Youngmi (Dankook University,
Korea), who had previously been a visiting research fellow at
Nishogakusha University.

On the same day we visited Associate Professor Wang
Xiaolin of City University of Hong Kong. His office was
overflowing with books purchased in Japan, and we sipped
Chinese tea while discussing arrangements for an international
symposium to be held in September, as well as having an
opportunity to hear about the state of the humanities and
Japanese studies in Hong Kong. Wang had initially conducted
his classes on Japanese literature in Japanese and Chinese,
but he is now teaching in English, and we got the impression
that he is struggling with the position and assessment of the
humanities and Japanese literature in Hong Kong.

In point of fact, many of the students we saw on the campus
were from Hong Kong and mainland China, and while
everyday conversation on the campus is conducted in Chinese
(Cantonese and Mandarin), the textbooks were written in
English, and it was impressed upon us once again that while
Hong Kong is in China, it is also part of the English-speaking
world.
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Lastly, we wish to give our impressions of the SCIEA over
the past ten years.

In recent years a change in generations has been underway,
and some of those who have been important members since
the outset are approaching retirement. At this year’s meeting
Li Hsiao-ti (head of the Chinese Civilization Centre at City
University of Hong Kong) took over as convener from Cheng
Pei-kai, who had retired. At the same time, the emergence
of young academics and the mobility of researchers is also
striking. Li had previously held a post at Academia Sinica in
Taiwan. In addition, while the number of overseas researchers,
especially Chinese researchers, who have found positions in
China after having studied in Japan and obtained a degree
there is noticeable, so too is the number of Japanese researchers
employed in China and researchers working overseas after
having obtained degrees in Japan.

Even though the SCIEA is a society focusing on East
Asia, the majority of participants at this year’s meeting were
from Japan and China, and it was regrettable that not many
Taiwanese, Korean, and Euro-American participants were to
be seen.

At annual meetings over the past ten years we have on
several occasions felt the influence of the harsh environment
surrounding East Asia, but next year the SCIEA will finally
leave East Asia, for it is planned to hold the 11th annual
meeting at the University of Erlangen-Nuremberg in Germany.
We hope that the SCIEA will grow still further.

The 2nd International Conference of the East Asian
Consortium of Japanese Studies was held on Oct. 28-29, 2017,
in the Tianjin Saixiang Hotel in Tianjin, China.

Lamenting the fact that venues for presenting papers in
English were increasing, such as the Association for Asian
Studies (AAS), centred on North America, and the European
Association for Japanese Studies (EAJS), centred on Europe,
the East Asian Consortium of Japanese Studies (EACJS) was
launched at the suggestion of Park Cheol-hee, then director of
the Institute for Japanese Studies at Seoul National University,
with the aim of creating a venue where academic discussions
could be conducted in Japanese, and it receives assistance from
the Japan Foundation.

The 1st conference was held in 2016 in Incheon, Korea, by
the Institute for Japanese Studies at Seoul National University,
and this 2nd conference was hosted by the Japan Institute of
Nankai University (director: Liu Yuebing).

The Japan Institute of Nankai University was established in
1964 and has not only undergraduate courses but also master’s
and doctoral courses, and it is one of the leading centres of
Japanese studies in China, with its fields of research covering
not only the humanities but also politics, the economy, and
society.

I now wish to review this year’s conference.

Registration and a welcome reception took place on the
27th, and on the 28th there was an opening ceremony, a
keynote lecture, and commemorative photographs, followed by
various panel sessions.

In addition to panels such as “Panel for the Next
Generation” and “All-comers Panel,” panels were also
organized by universities and institutes, and Nishogakusha
University organized a panel on “Remote Regions and Kanbun
Studies in 19th-Century Japan,” in which Machi Senjuro
(professor, Nishogakusha University; chairperson), Kawabe
Yatai (part-time lecturer, Nishogakusha University), Park
Youngmi (Dankook University, Korea), and Xu Meigi (Sun
Yat-sen University, China; commentator) took part.

Machi, in a paper titled “Connections with Kanbun Studies
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in Ezochi and the Ogasawara Islands in the 19th Century,”
discussed the erection of memorial steles indicative of Japan’s
perceptions of the outside world and its territorial possessions
in the Bakumatsu and Restoration periods. In particular,
the text of a memorial stele recording the development of
the Ogasawara Islands that was erected on Chichijima in the
Ogasawara Islands is said to have been composed by Home
Minister Okubo Toshimichi in November 1877, but on the
basis of recently acquired materials Machi showed that the
text had been composed by Katayama Yiizon, one of Okubo’s
subordinates, and had been corrected by Kawata Takeshi.
Machi also showed some photographs taken during on-site
investigations of the stele on Chichijima and pointed out that
two characters of the stele’s text had been erased by Obana
Sakusuke, head of the Ogasawara branch office of the Home
Ministry.

Kawabe, in a paper titled “Shinshtt Monks and Kanbun
Studies in the 19th Century: Taking the Example of Higashi
Honganji’s Proselytization in Remote Regions and Overseas,”
discussed proselytization by Higashi Honganji during the
Meiji era in proscribed regions, remote regions, and overseas
(Hokkaido, Kagoshima, Ryukyu, China, Korea, and Kuriles),
and he noted that monks who had studied at the Kangien
Academy were involved in these proselytization activities
and mentioned the role that kanbun studies played in their
proselytization activities.

Park, in a paper titled “Connections with Kanbun Studies
in Tsushima in the 19th Century,” discussed ties between
Tsushima and Korea from ancient times to the modern period
and the reception of kanbun studies in Tsushima with reference
to Kametani Seiken and others.

It may be noted that Park was previously enrolled at
Nishogakusha University as a visiting research fellow and Xu
as an exchange student from Beijing University, and I was able
to learn from them about academic trends in Korea and China.

Next, I wish to mention some other panels and papers that I
found memorable.

At the all-comers panel on education on the afternoon of
the 27th, Zang Peihong (Nankai University), in a paper titled
“The Swing to the Right in Japan’s Education System after
World War I,” discussed changes in Japan’s education system
during the Taisho era, and T felt that changes in textbooks
and teaching methods would perhaps become apparent if
one examined the education system of this period from the
perspective of kanbun instruction.

At the same panel Ni Xia (Fujian Normal University), in a
paper titled “On Isawa Shiji’s Views on Education to Be Inferred
from Vol. 1 of Taiwan Tekiyé Kokugo Tokuhon Shoho,” took
the example of a textbook compiled by Isawa Shiji that was used
for teaching Japanese in Taiwan immediately after its takeover by
Japan and discussed Isawa’s endeavours in Taiwan and his ideas on
education. In response to this paper, Ohama Ikuko (University of

the Ryukyus), noting that Isawa had been engaged in educational
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activities in Okinawa prior to his arrival in Taiwan, made
the interesting suggestion that he may have made use of his
experiences in Okinawa when stationed in Taiwan.

At the same panel Lin Zibo, in a paper titled “An
Examination of Theories about Moral Education after the
Imperial Rescript on Education: With Reference to Criticism
of Fushi Dotokugaku,” discussed the contemporary assessment
and criticism of Fushi dotokugaku, published around the
time when the Imperial Rescript on Education was being
promulgated. The Imperial Rescript on Education is generally
considered to be based on Japan’s old values, but it was in fact
influenced by Euro-American educational thought. Chinese
learning and kanbun since the Meiji era also generally tend to
be regarded as old and premodern, but I realized anew that
they were in fact subject to modern Euro-American influences.

At the all-comers panel on politics and relations with China
in the modern period, held on the morning of the 28th,
Ohama Ikuko, in a paper titled “Modern Japan’s Surveys of
‘Old Customs’ in Okinawa and Taiwan and the Formation of
Administrative Policies: With a Focus on the Tashiro Yasusada
Materials,” discussed on the basis of materials pertaining to
Tashiro Yasusada the surveys of old customs conducted in the
Ryukyus after their incorporation into Japan. I had previously
understood that the so-called surveys of old customs were first
conducted when Japan established its rule in Taiwan after
the Sino-Japanese War and that they were then conducted in
Korea and Manchuria on the basis of its experiences in Taiwan.
But in fact the experiences gained from surveys conducted
in Ryukyu and Hokkaido before they were conducted in
Taiwan had a great influence, and I felt a need to first take into
account Hokkaido and Ryukyu when considering Japanese
rule of overseas territories and colonies.

At the same panel Okazaki Mayumi (Obihiro University of
Agriculture and Veterinary Medicine), in a paper titled “The
Spread of Modern Laws in Hokkaido as a ‘Domestic Colony’,”
discussed the implementation of modern laws in Hokkaido
in the early Meiji era, and as in the case of Ohama’s paper, I
felt that rule of Hokkaido and Ryukyu and associated laws
may have later had considerable influence on Japanese rule of
Taiwan and Korea.

On a previous occasion I presented a paper arguing that
Higashi Honganji’s experiences during its proselytizing
activities in Ryukyu during the first years of the Meiji era
proved instructive for its later proselytization in Korea, and
I felt once again the need to recognize continuities between
home rule and overseas rule (Hokkaido and Ryukyu —
Taiwan — Korea — South Seas and Manchuria).

It was also mentioned that some of the men who became
judges in the early Meiji era were subsequently weeded out, and
I felt the need to reexamine the role and significance in legal
history of people such as Mishima Chasha, who served as a
judge during this period, and Kokubu Sangai (superintending
prosecutor for the high court, Government-General of Korea),
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Okido Muneshige (secretary to the Resident-General of
Korea), Sakura Magozo (head of Tainan prefectural office),
and Odate Koretaka (chief public prosecutor for the court of
review, Government-General of Taiwan), all of whom entered
the Ministry of Justice’s Law School after having studied at
Nishé Gakusha.

In addition, Hisano Y6 (postdoctoral researcher, Japan
Society for the Promotion of Science), in a paper titled “Inukai
Tsuyoshi during the Meiji and Taisho Eras as Seen from His
Electoral Base,” discussed how the families of promising men
in Okayama wielded great power in Inukai’s support base and
how the Freedom and People’s Rights Movement also had
considerable influence. As well as learning about the position
of Inukai, who studied at Nisho Gakusha, I thought it would
be interesting to consider the relationship of Nisho Gakusha
and Chiashi to these forces.

After the conclusion of the panel sessions, the venue was
moved to Nankai University, where a special lecture on
“Modern China and Japan” was given by the writer Asada
Jird and the closing ceremony was held. Unfortunately I was
unable to attend, but the sight of Asada deep in thought after
breakfast in the hotel’s restaurant was particularly memorable.

On Aug, 4, 2018, the 2nd Conference on Memorial Halls for
Scholars of Chinese Learning was held under the joint auspices of
Nishogakusha University’s SRF and the Trajectory [/Miracle] of
Yamada Hokoku Executive Committee.

At the previous conference, an attempt was made and a
venue was provided for virtually the first time to bring together
representatives from memorial halls for scholars of Chinese
learning (and equivalent facilities) scattered throughout the
country and the significance of consciously strengthening
horizontal ties in the future became apparent. At this second
conference, activity reports were presented and discussions took
place from more concrete angles.

Like the previous conference, this conference consisted of two
parts. Part 1 consisted of a series of lectures on “Kanbun Studies
in Modern Okayama,” while Part 2, titled “The Present State of
and Issues for Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning,”
consisted of papers followed by a plenary discussion. There follows
a report on this conference.

First I will list the titles of the lectures and papers presented on
the day (positions and titles of the speakers have been omitted).

Closing Address

In Part 1, following the opening address by Professor Eto,
explanatory remarks and lectures were given by Machi, Yokoyama,
Yamada, and Fujiwara and Nakanishi.

In his explanatory remarks on the commemorative exhibition,
Machi first gave a brief overview of memorial halls for scholars of
Chinese learning scattered throughout the country, and he then
explained the exhibition “Modern Japan and Scholars of Chinese
Learning from Okayama (Mishima Chashi and the Modern Age,
6),” which was being held in Nishogakusha University’s exhibition
room. In the early modern period, present-day Okayama
prefecture was divided into several regions such as Bizen, Bitchg,
and Mimasaka, and there were also several domains, starting
with Okayama domain and Matsuyama domain. Mishima
Chasha (1831-1919), who founded Nishogakusha University,
was a retainer of Matsuyama domain in Bitchi who studied
under Yamada Hokoku (1805-77). But rather than regarding the
academic lineage of Hokoku and Chushi as self-evident, it needs
to be reconsidered within the context of the state of scholarship
throughout Okayama, and Machi described kanbun studies
in Bizen, Bitchii, and Bingo and also made some introductory
comments on people from Okayama who studied at Nisho
gakusha.

In his lecture, Yokoyama first explained the history and gave
an overview of the Hakuen Academy, which flourished as a
private school from the early modern to modern period, and then
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he described the achievements of merchants and industrialists
in Osaka and regional merchants and landowners who had
studied at the Hakuen Academy. In particular, he took up men
who were active in Bizen, Bitchii, and elsewhere in Okayama
(Hoshijima Kin’ichiro [1859-1942], Nakano Hisakichi [1865—
1912], Kubota Jir6 [1835-1902], etc.) and described in detail the
people with whom they formed relationships and their businesses.
The influence that the Chinese learning they had studied at the
Hakuen Academy had on their activities as industrialists was
individually illustrated with reference to source materials, and it
was pointed out that Chinese learning was adopted by them in
their guiding principles for daily living or in employee education
and that there existed among them an awareness that held up
as an ideal (under the influence of Western learning) a more
harmonious form of Chinese learning,

In his lecture, Yamada, taking into account his position as
a descendant of Yamada Hokoku, discussed Hokoku the man
and the Yamada family’s Chinese learning. Starting out from an
awareness that the problems during the period of transition in
the latter part of the early modern period and Bakumatsu period,
when Hokoku was active, may also have points that are applicable
when considering how to ameliorate the various problems
faced by present-day Japanese society (politics, the economy,
education, etc., in both the public and private sectors), he described
Hokoku’s sincere and compassionate humanity which moulded
his personality, Hokoku’s relationships with his teacher Marukawa
Shéin (1758-1831) and with pupils such as Mishima Chasha and
Kawai Tsugunosuke (1827-68), and also Hokoku’s public spirit
as can be inferred from his Sinitic poems. It was also explained
that in his younger years Hokoku had succeeded to the family’s
farming and commercial business and that the practical experience
gained at this time had a great influence on his subsequent reform
of the domanial administration.

In their lecture, Fujiwara and Nakanishi explained the origins
and aims of the Trajectory (/Miracle) of Yamada Héokoku
Executive Committee and then gave an overview of past projects
to publicly honour Yamada Hokoku in the basin of the Takahashi
River. The “basin of the Takahashi River” is a framework
established as a measure to counter depopulation and a declining
birthrate and aging population in regional communities, and the
actual projects that were described included the planning and
holding of lecture meetings aimed at increasing fans of Yamada
Hokoku (e.g., a lecture meeting about Kumada Ataka, a family
retainer of Hokoku), the dissemination of information about
Hokoku and related figures in different towns and cities with
the aim of encouraging tourism, an exhibition of calligraphy by
Hokoku and related people at the Kurashiki screen festival, the
planning and staging of bus tours, and also the production of
videos and pamphlets for publicizing these activities. As issues that
have come to light through these activities, mention was made
of the low degree of recognition of Hokoku among the younger
generation and a lack of means of disseminating information
throughout the country.

In Part 2, the venue was moved to a meeting room on the 11th
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floor, and following an opening address and explanatory remarks
by Professor Machi, reports were presented by representatives from
various facilities, with Professor Makizumi presiding over the
proceedings.

In Tamura’s report, the background to the establishment of the
Yamada Hokoku Memorial Hall (provisional name), scheduled
to open in October, and the underlying concept were explained
in detail. It was explained that the aim is to make Takahashi a
“town of learning” by publicly honouring historical figures, with
a particular focus on Yamada Hokoku, an eminent local figure,
deepening knowledge of the ideas and methods behind his reform
of domanial finances and of his thought in general, and also
making his achievements widely known throughout the country.
(It should be noted that Tamura was unable to attend because
of reconstruction work following damage caused by torrential
downpours in western Japan in July, and his report was read on his
behalf by Professor Machi.)

In his report, Fukamachi first explained the educational system
and management of the Kangien Academy, a private school
established in 1817 by Hirose Tanso (1782-1856), and then, in
his report on recent activities, he touched on the ideas behind its
autumn exhibitions and gave an outline of them. Because the year
2018 marks the 150th anniversary of the Meiji Restoration, the
exhibition will be called “The Kangien Academy and the Meiji
Restoration,” and it was explained that the idea is to introduce
and exhibit the achievements of former students of the Kangjen
Academy who were active in the Meiji government, such as
Omura Masujird (1824-69), Ché Sanshi (1833-95), and Kiyoura
Keigo (1850-1942), and also the influence of the Kangien
Academy’s education on the modern education system.

In his report, Zhang reported on special exhibitions and
other events held at Ashi Tézan Memorial Hall in 2017-18
and also on recent investigations. He summarized investigations
conducted in response to proposals for the creation of a map
showing connections between scholars of Chinese learning and
the building of a network of scholars of Chinese learning that
had been put forward at the previous Conference on Memorial
Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning by Andoé Tomoshige of
Asaka Gonsai Memorial Hall. Specifically, mention was made of
connections with the Oka family, which produced Oka Rokumon
(a.k.a. Senjin; 1833-1914), a scholar of Chinese learning who had
ties with Ashi Tozan (1696-1776), and people recorded in the
Chamber of Elders’ edition of Records for Punishing No More
(1877) were discussed with a focus on teacher-pupil relationships
and relationships between friends. Through this report, relations
with Asaka Gonsai Memorial Hall, Yasui Sokken Memorial
Hall, and Hakuen Memorial Hall, all of which participated in the
previous conference and this conference, also became clear.

In his report, Yokoyama reported on lecture series and
other events held by the Hakuen Memorial Society in 2017—
18 and also on new publications and future activity plans. It
was mentioned that it is planned to hold the 58th Hakuen
Memorial Society Lectures under the title “East-West Academic

Research and Cultural Exchange: An International Symposium
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Commemorating the 50th Anniversary of Ishihama Juntard’s
Death” on October 26-27, 2018. This report followed
on from Yokoyama’s lecture in Part 1, and referring as it did
to the achievements of industrialists who had studied at the
Hakuen Academy, it suggested that our target should not be
limited to scholars of Chinese learning and should also extend
to industrialists whose education had been moulded by Chinese
learning. This is a perspective worth heeding when conducting
investigations and cooperating within the framework of the
Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning,

In his report, Kawaguchi first touched on the history of the
Society for Honouring Yasui Sokken (1799-1876), Sokken’s
role, and changes in past assessments of him, and he then gave
a detailed report on the activities of the Yasui Sokken Memorial
Hall. As for future tasks, mention was made of improving
publicity activities and the research setup. Various endeavours
were mentioned in connection with the memorial hall’s activities,
including cooperation with nearby kindergartens, primary
schools, clubs for the elderly, and day-care centres, the reception of
excursions and field trips from outside the local community, bus
tours and walking trips, and lectures on demand. It was noted that
as a result, during the first year since 2017, when the memorial
hall’s management was entrusted to the Society for Honouring
Yasui Sokken, the goal of 10,000 annual visitors was reached.

In his report, Hirasaki reported on the results of a questionnaire
survey of boards of education (or cultural properties sections or
sections for the protection of cultural properties) in prefectures,
etc., throughout the country that asked about facilities equivalent
to those related to scholars of Chinese learning. It was indicated
that the responses included facilities related to people who were
not scholars of Chinese learning (Shintoists, scholars of Dutch
learning, etc.) and places holding materials related to scholars of
Chinese learning. As for the management of facilities and the
institutions holding materials, it was reported that there were
facilities run by local government or established by towns and
cities, public facilities run by incorporated foundations, etc., and
privately run facilities and that materials were dispersed and stored
in schools and other educational facilities and in museums. On
the basis of this current state of affairs, it was pointed out that
a network or database able to traverse the various facilities and
stored materials has not yet been developed. It was also shown
that this state of affairs overlaps with the investigations related
to the history of schools that have been conducted by the SRF’s
Education Section, and the creation of a transversal and three-
dimensional database to serve as an information network related
to Chinese learning and kanbun studies was mentioned as a task
for the future. As a provisional measure, it was proposed that
a transversal and three-dimensional database be launched by
inputting information about facilities equivalent to those related to
scholars of Chinese learning, institutions holding materials related
to scholars of Chinese learning, and school facilities into the
Kanbun Database set up by Nishogakusha University’s Research
Center for Kanbun Studies.

After these reports, a plenary discussion was held. There follows
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a report on this, interspersed with my own views.

First, one of the attendees mentioned the Internet Museum,
a website for searching for information about museums, art
museums, and so on that is operated by the company Tanseisha,
and it was suggested that the company be approached about
having memorial halls for scholars of Chinese learning listed so
that they can be searched for by category. This view was presented
in the context of remarks about how difficult it was even for the
government, local government bodies, and researchers to obtain
information about the whereabouts of museums, art museums,
resource centres, and so on, and this difficulty overlaps with
what I felt when conducting the questionnaire survey of facilities
equivalent to memorial halls for scholars of Chinese learning.
The point that the parallel use of websites such as the Internet
Museum for sharing and disseminating information will help to
inform society more broadly about the existence of memorial halls
will likely be helpful for continuing to hold this conference in the
future.

With regard to the construction of such networks and
databases, it was also pointed out that, when considered from
the perspective of researchers, as well as being able to search for
the whereabouts of materials, information about their perusal is
also important. One idea is for memorial halls that participated
in the conference to collaborate in making a start on the task
of lending and digitizing materials (and also making the digital
images publicly accessible). This is something that I would like to
see progressed, starting from tasks that can be readily carried out.

Further, with regard to the continued staging of the conference,
it was pointed out by Professor Makizumi that there is a need to
consider this in connection with the training of young academics.
Currently the SRF is taking the lead in holding the Conference
on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning, and a basis
for the continued staging of the conference after the SRF comes to
an end and the question of manpower to participate in planning
will also become major issues. Since the question of training
young academics is an issue that will also have an influence on the
management of each memorial hall, it is something that cannot be
overlooked when building a “venue” in the form of a conference.

To summarize the above discussions, it could be said that
further depth was added from more concrete angles to discussion
about building a platform, which had been highlighted at the
previous conference.

Lastly, we were able to gain the attendance of descendants of
scholars of Chinese learning such as Oka Rokumon and Bito
Jisht. This was unexpected (in a pleasant sense) for the host
institution, and these encounters could be considered to have
been due to the creation of a “venue” such as the Conference on
Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese Learning. I wish to make

special note of this as one significance of holding this conference.
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On Dec. 2-5, 2016, and on Nov. 3-9, 2017, we conducted
investigations of materials pertaining to Kamata Oko in
the Oké Collection in Tamashima Library, Kurashiki. The
participants were Professor Tanaka Masaki, Yang Shuang (SRF
research assistant), and myself.

Kamara Oko was born into a merchant family, but he
established himself through scholarship, becoming a samurai,
and after the Meiji Restoration he contributed to the
government with his learning. As well, he had many facets
and could be described as an ideal figure for considering the
relationship between history and society on the one hand and
kanbun studies on the other. While he is thus an extremely
important person, not even a collection of his writings has
been published, and he has not been made the subject of any
research.

There is the testimony of his son-in-law Sugiyama Sanko
that there were moves to publish a collection of Kamata
Oko’s writings, and Tamashima Library holds more than
2,000 items related to Kamata Oko that were donated by
the Kamata family. As well as drafts in Kamata Oké&’s hand,
it can be confirmed that these materials include the Oks
bunko, a selection of his writings that would seem to have been
compiled with a view to having it published. Versions of this
Okd bunkd are also held by Nishogakusha University and the
National Diet Library. They are naturally all handwritten.

There can be no doubt that these three versions of the Oko
bunko are important materials for the study of Kamata Okd
and also for research on Japanese kanbun studies. In addition,
the materials in the Oko Collection in Tamashima Library,
especially Kamata Okd’s drafts, could be said to constitute a
valuable body of materials for studying Kamata Oké in his
capacity as a kanbun scholar.

It was in preparation for publishing a photofacsimile
reproduction of this Okd bunks together with the versions held
by Nishogakusha University and the National Diet Library
and thereby making the existence of the materials in the
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Oko Collection in Tamashima Library widely known and
providing material for future research on Kamata Oko that
we conducted investigations of the materials at Tamashima
Library on two occasions. The investigations involved taking
photographs with a digital camera of more than 1,200 draft
writings in the Oké Collection. Because of the large number
of items, the task of photographing them took many days, but
this task was completed during our 2017 investigations, and
work aimed at publishing a photofacsimile reproduction of the
Oko bunkd is proceeding smoothly. It is planned to publish it
in the near future together with an account of Kamata Oké’s
career, bibliographical information about the three versions of
the Ok bunks, explanatory remarks with an overview of the
materials in the Oko Collection in Tamashima Library, and
a table showing the titles included in the three versions of the
Ok bunko.

Writ of appointment
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There follows a report on activities during fiscal 2018.

In research related to secondary education based on our
investigations of private schools of Chinese learning, we chose
some extant institutions for secondary education that have
close connections with kanbun studies and examined how
the kanbun studies (or Confucian studies) incorporated in
their curriculum manifests. As specific subjects of analysis,
we paid attention to school regulations, school songs, and the
way in which the Analects is incorporated into the subject of
“Kanbun” (for example, how it is incorporated as a subject in
the system of university entrance examinations), and papers
were presented on the influence of kanbun studies in secondary
education (3 and 5 under “Papers, Reports, and Lectures”
below).

As for investigations of a specific case in our investigations
of the history of schools, we investigated a missing volume
in Katsube Kenzo’s Shinsei chiito shishinsho (Eishinsha,
1935), which we had examined at St. Andrew’s University’s
Reference Room in 2016. This publication consists of five
volumes, but because St. Andrew’s University’s Reference
Room did not have vol. 4, we examined and photographed
the missing volume in the Textbook Library at the Japan
Textbook Research Center. Katsube Kenzo (1885-1964) was
a Christian (Episcopalian) who was also well known as a
pioneer in the study of Dilthey’s philosophy in Japan, and
from around 1935 he began to speak out frequently about
Japanese language education, too, and wrote several other
books on morals education around the same time as the Shinsei
chitd shiishinsho, including Shinsei joshi shiishinsho and Shinsei
Jitsugyo shiishinsho. There is no evidence that these textbooks
on morals education by Katsube, who in the prewar period
also taught at Hiroshima Higher Normal School / Hiroshima
Bunri University (present-day Hiroshima University), have
been studied until now. In order to broaden the perspective of
our research, we also collected documentary sources on morals
education in the same period and material on Hiroshima
Bunri University. During the current fiscal year we were able
to complete preparations for undertaking a full-scale study and

analysis from next year.
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With regard to the collection and sorting of copies of a
magazine for examination candidates (Keisetsu [idai), we
collected new materials and were also able to collect several
guides to studying in Tokyo, such as Tokyo yigaku annai.

Further, in August the 2nd Conference on Memorial Halls
for Scholars of Chinese Learning was held at Nishogakusha
University. Details of the conference are given elsewhere in
this journal (Hirasaki Shinsuke, “On Attending the 2nd
Conference on Memorial Halls for Scholars of Chinese
Learning”), and the Education Section gave a summary
of memorial halls (and equivalent facilities) that had been
contacted throughout the country and was also able to make
a proposal for creating a database for building a network of
memorial halls (2 under “Papers, Reports, and Lectures”
below). Yokoyama Shun’ichird of Kansai University, who
is studying the relationship between Chinese learning and
industrialists, also gave a lecture and presented a paper at this
conference. The subject of the relationship between Chinese
learning and industrialists partially overlaps with the interests
of the Education Section, and I would note that Yokoyama’s
paper, dealing with Meiji-era industrialists who studied at the
Hakuen Academy, which was extremely influential in Osaka,
included many points that deserve to be considered when
deepening our research in the future. With regard to Chinese
learning and industrialists, a section member presented a paper
on Umeya Shokichi (1869-1934) (6 under “Papers, Reports,
and Lectures” below).

There follows a report on papers, books, articles, and other

achievements.

The Modern Literature Section has continued to conduct
research on the topic of “The Reception of Kanbun Studies
in the General Education of Men of Letters: With a Focus on
Natsume Séseki.” On March 11 (Sat.) and 12 (Sun.), 2017,
we held a symposium on “Séseki in the Kanbun Context,”
and a book of the same title, compiled on the basis of this
symposium, was published on March 20, 2018 (edited by
Yamaguchi Tadayoshi, published by Kanrin Shobd). I had the
opportunity to be involved in both of these. In the following
I wish to present some of the findings and issues that came to
light in the course of preparing my own paper and essay and
listening to the views of other speakers and discussants.

In my own paper and essay, I put forward the topic of
“Soseki at a private school of Chinese learning,” and in order
to clarify Soseki’s position at a private school of Chinese
learning I undertook an examination of journals published by
Nisho Gakusha, a private school of Chinese learning, during
the time when he was studying there for about one year from
1881. I was able to check two journals published around
this time, Nisho Gakusha Gydsoshii 1-2 (April-June 1880)
and Nisho Gakusha Gakugei Zasshi 1-4 (Nov. 1881-March
1882). These two journals contain not only contributions
by Mishima Chashi, the school’s principal, and teachers
but also pieces written by students. I was unable to find the
name “Natsume Kinnosuke” in any of them. The book Nisho
Gakusha rokujiunen shiydo (Nishé Gakusha, Oct. 1937), a
60-year history of Nisho Gakusha, includes the testimonies
of students at the time, and many of those described in their
reminiscences as having excelled in writing Sinitic prose and
poetry had some of their writings included in Nisho Gakusha
Gydsoshii and Nisho Gakusha Gakugei Zasshi. It could thus
be said that Soscki was not regarded by his fellow students as
someone who wrote outstanding Sinitic prose and poetry.

In Nisho Gakusha rokujinen shiyo there is to be found only
one reference to Soseki: “Natsume Soseki, too, ought to have
been attending classes around this time, but I did not notice
him” (Yamada Jun, “Shomon kaikya zakki”). This fact also
suggests that Soseki was by no means someone who stood out

among the students. In order to shed further light on this,
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it will be necessary to compare writings included in Nisho
Gakusha Gydsoshii and Nisho Gakusha Gakugei Zasshi with
Sinitic prose and poetry composed by Séseki. This will be a
difficult task, for there are no extant writings composed by
Soseki while he was studying at Nisho Gakusha, and T hope to
undertake a comparison by also taking into account his Sinitic
poems composed in his later years.

What came to light while listening to the views of other
speakers and discussants was a shared understanding that the
grounding in Chinese learning cultivated by Séseki appears
in the two works Kusamatkura (1906) and Gubijinso (1907). At
the same time, there was also agreement that elements of his
Chinese learning become less apparent in subsequent works.
However, opinion was divided on how Séseki’s grounding in
Chinese learning was cultivated, and it seemed that the stage of
making concrete suggestions has not yet been reached. In order
to shed further light on this point, too, it will be necessary
to gain an accurate grasp of the books and other writings
quoted in Kusamakura and Gubijinso. As one lead towards
this end, mention may be made of the anthologies of writings
by various scholars of Chinese learning that are held in the
Soseki Collection at Tohoku University Library. There are
indications that Séseki went through such anthologies, seeking
out writings and authors that appealed to him, and it would
seem important to investigate the anthologies that have been
preserved. By gaining a systematic grasp of these, a new aspect

of Soseki in the Kanbun context may be discovered.

Together with Machi Senjuré (lead researcher) and Yang
Shuang (research assistant at the time), I presented a paper
at the International Symposium on Innovation in Japanese
Language and Literature held at National Taiwan University
in Taipei on Dec. 9 (Sat.), 2017. On the days before and after
the symposium I conducted investigations of books held at
the National Palace Museum and National Central Library in
Taipei. There follows a summary of these investigations.

On the 8th (Fri.), I conducted investigations in the Library
Building at the National Palace Museum of Chinese books
printed in China and Japan that were collected in Japan
by Yang Shoujing, who travelled to Japan as a member of
the Chinese ambassador’s entourage in the late Qing. Yang
Shoujing (1839-1915; courtesy name: Xingwu, pen name:
Lingsu Laoren) was born in Yidu (present-day Zhicheng),
Hubei province, and when he arrived in Japan in 1880 as a
staff member of the Chinese Legation he formed friendships
with bibliophiles such as Mori Risshi, Mukéyama Késon, and
Shimada Chérei, and spurred on by the fact that old Chinese
books were preserved in Japan, he wrote the Riben fangshu
zhi (Catalogue of Books Found in Japan) in 16 volumes. After
his death, the old books that he had purchased were bought
by the National Government and housed in Songbo Library
(later moved to Beijing Library) and Jilingyuan, and were
later stored in the Palace Museum in Beijing. Subsequently
the Palace Museum was relocated to Taiwan in 1949, and
since 1968 the books have been held in the National Palace
Museum in Taipei as the Guanhaitang Library. The focus
of my investigations on this occasion was medical works in
the Guanhaitang Library collected by Yang Shoujing, and
in particular I perused and photocopied old medical works
centred on the Tongren shuxue zhenjiu tujing (Classic with
Diagrams of Acumoxa Points on a Bronze Figure) by Wang
Weiyi of the Song and a revised edition with annotations
called Tensei dojin yuketsu shinkyi zukyo iko. Yamazaki Soun
(1761-1834), a physician of the shogunate said to have written
the Tensei dojin yuketsu shinkyii zukyo ikd, was an instructor
at the Edo School of Medicine and is said to have had cast
a “bronze doll” (Tokyo National Museum). But to the best
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of my knowledge, none of his writings are extant, and so
being able to view this work, deemed to be the sole existing
copy, was extremely meaningful. Although a photofacsimile
reproduction of this work is included in vol. 3 of the series
Rinsho shinkyii keiraku keiketsu sho shiisei (Oriento Shuppansha,
1997), I found many marginal notes thought to be in Soun’s
own hand that cannot be confirmed in the printed version.
This work could be described as a fine source for learning
about the actualities of the teaching of acumoxa points in the
mid- to late early modern period.

On the 10th (Sun.), I undertook investigations at the
National Central Library in Taipei of materials related to
Chinese learning since the modern period. I perused and
photocopied mainly materials related to the College of Chinese
Culture, the predecessor of Chinese Culture University.

Degree dissertations submitted to Taiwanese universities
are arranged by discipline in open stacks at the National
Central Library, and it is notable that it has adopted a setup
that is convenient for visitors and is endeavouring to make
available information about Taiwanese research achievements.
In addition, there is a Sinology Research Centre on the sixth
floor, which holds various sets of photofacsimile reproductions,
books on Chinese studies, journals published by overseas
academic institutions, and so on, and it is extremely useful for
gaining a broad grasp of the state of Chinese studies in Taiwan
and abroad.

I hope to make use of the knowledge and experience gained
in the course of these investigations to search for ways to
contribute to the spread and growth of the teaching of kanbun
studies.
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
